For the last almost five decades, the importance of coarse grains i.e. millets has been continuously decreasing,

so much so that the new generation do not have much knowledge about ragi, jowar, bajra etc., which had been an
important part of our diets over thousands of years. The decline in millets was mostly driven by the belief that
millets were sub-standard and meant only for the poor. Due to that mentality, the consumption of millets decreased
amongst the rich households. The low consumption of millets in the diet of western countries has also been a cause
of its low consumption among Indian affluent families. Wheat and rice dominated Indian households’ food plate.
Since wheat and rice require more irrigation and almost half of the arable land in India is rain fed, devoid of proper
irrigation facilities, food crops have been grown on only one third of the land. Although, now the per hectare
productivity in wheat and rice has increased significantly, and due to this the production of wheat and rice is now
abundant in the country. For a long time India could not produce food grains in surplus, because coarse grains lost
their glory post green revolution, as they vanished from Indians’ diet.

Although millets continued to be used in small quantities in rural areas, they had almost disappeared from the
urban food basket. The urban people were also not much aware of the nutritional importance of coarse grains.
Although, there has been a trend towards artificially enriched magnesium, phosphorus, calcium, protein and gluten-
free food for some time, but the trend of people towards coarse grains which are naturally rich in nutrition could
not increase. The insoluble fibre of millets works like a probiotic that supports the good bacteria, which helps in
the digestion of food. Millets also provide essential amino acids to build protein and act as antioxidants to protect
our body from the harmful oxidative stress and help in the formation of proteins in the body. Regular consumption
of millets also helps prevent heart disease and diabetes. Coarse grains also prevent growth of cancer cells and are
also beneficial for bones. Apart from this, there are numerous other virtues of millets .

Thanks to efforts made by India, the year 2023 is being celebrated as the International Year of Millets. Although
millets or coarse grains have been used in India for a long time, but due to the encouragement given to wheat and
rice in the Green Revolution under the new agricultural policy in 1964-65, coarse grains went into the background
and production of millets dropped drastically. In our country, mainly three types of coarse grains, namely, Jowar,
Bajra and Ragi are grown in large quantities, while other coarse grains like Sanva, Chena, Kakum, Kodon, Kutki
etc. are also grown in India. Apart from this, two other types of pseudo coarse cereals Rajgira and Kuttu are also
produced in India. Due to encouragement given to coarse grains by Narendra Modi government, there is some
increase in the production of coarse grains. In the year 2015-16, whereas the production of coarse cereals was only
145.2 lakh tonnes, it increased to 179.6 lakh tonnes by 2020-21. Most of this increase is seen in millets, whose
production increased from 80.7 lakh tonnes to 108.6 lakh tonnes during this period. Presently India is the 5th
largest exporter of coarse cereals in the world and the export of coarse cereals has been growing at an average rate
of 3 percent over the years.

The increase in the production of coarse cereals is due to several reasons. First, better public awareness of the
nutritional value of millets has boosted the demand for millets. Second, researches in the field of medical sciences,
highlighting the importance of millets based lifestyle has also encouraged consumption of millets. Third, demand
for coarse cereals has also been increasing overseas. Fourth, inclusion of millets in the public distribution system
by the government. Fifth, the inclusion of millets in the midday meal of school children, etc is also boosting
demand for millets. Apart from this, millets have also been included in the Integrated Child Development Services
(ICDS) as per the suggestion of NITI Aayog.

Coarse grains are not only being encouraged by the government, but at the same time coarse grains are in
fashion these days. Ragi dosa, ragi and bajra khichdi and other types of dishes are getting included in five star
hotels’ menu.
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Today, when the year 2023 is being celebrated as the International Year of Millets, the interest in millets is also
increasing in the country and the world. Due to increase in demand, farmers have also started getting remunerative
prices for millets. Today, coarse grains worth about $300 million are also being exported from the country. Although
the production and export of coarse cereals are increasing year by year, but there is a need to further encourage the
production of coarse cereals in the country not only to improve nutrition and increase farmers’ income, but also in
the context of climate change. Indian Institute of Millet Research (IIMR) is also working in this direction. In 2016,
this institute has also started a brand of processed and semi-processed millets based food products by the name of
‘Eatrite’ and efforts are also being made to popularize it. Many start-ups are also working in this direction.

Today, when the popularity of coarse grains is increasing at the international level and efforts are being made by
the government to promote them and high yielding varieties of seeds of millets are also being developed, the
production of coarse grains in the country is likely to increase further. Significantly, in the past, coarse grains were
produced in many states including Rajasthan, Maharashtra, Odisha, Bihar and Punjab. Especially, states with vast
rain fed agriculture land used to produce most of these millets and were meeting their nutritional requirements. But
due to the diminishing interest of people in coarse grains, their production was affected and different types of
commercial crops were produced in place of coarse grains. Millets were mostly replaced by cotton and sugarcane.
Today, when the demand for coarse grains has started increasing again, in many places the interest of farmers
towards coarse grains has also increased. In the past, coarse grains were produced not only in rain-fed agricultural
land, but even in irrigated agricultural land like Punjab. At present, under the pressure of climate change, by
promoting the production of coarse grains, we can save farmers from the onslaught of climate change and can help
improve their income. Various stakeholders including agricultural scientists, policy makers and others will have to
make concerted efforts to encourage the production of millets. With this, we can increase the income of the farmers,
improve nutrition and can also get rid of various types of diseases by removing the anomalies in the present-day
diet. Moreover, coarse grains can also become an important source of earning foreign exchange.

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Abstract: Women has been the centre of study
from the ancient to the modern times. She has been
branded as a mysterious creature as well as a
devoted mother and self sacrificing wife. A
description of status, position and education of
women of ancient India is incomplete without
making any reference to Manu’s views. In the
words of Manu Smriti (about 200 B.C.) “women is
a perpetual minor and has to lead entire life under
the guardianship of father, the husband or the son”.
The main purpose of this paper is to demonstrate
notion of gender equality and to acquire an
understanding of the status of women in ancient
India. The women in ancient times were considered
with respect and dignity. During this period, there
were women rishis, and they were held in high
esteem. In royal households, women were given
respect and they some times rendered a significant
contribution in making the decisions and other
administrative functions. In Indus valley
civilization women had a respectable position in
society. In early Vedic period there was plethora
of Goddesses to respect for women. In Vedic
society women participated in religious ceremony
and tribal assemblies they could remarry and child
marriage was not known in the society. But, in the
later Vedic period the position of women gradually
deteriorated. Political rights of women was lost.
Child marriage and system of sati emerged as a
formal custom during later Vedic period. But in
Buddhist and Jain culture women were respected
and given rightful place in the society.

To have an accurate picture of the position of
women in ancient India it is however not an easy
task. Scholars are of different opinion yet the
thoughts are almost similar. From overall study of
the vedic literature one can hold a considered view
that the position of women in Vedic age was much
satisfactory and much better than that of later ages.
They received all rights to get education like Boys,
underwent Brahmacharyya discipline, studied the

Vedas and few of them are figures as the seers of
the Vedic hymns.1 The sacrifice was performed by
the joint effort of the marriage couple. Even
sometimes the wives can perform religious
sacrifices by their own.

There is a Vedic saying that “Yatra Naryastu
Pujyanta Ramante Tatra Devta i.e. where women
are worshipped, there the Gods dwell2 or where
the women are happy, there will be prosperity.3 A
women therefore must be honored and adorned
by her father, brother, husband and brother-in-
laws, for their welfare. But, where the women are
not honoured no sacred rites yields rewards.
Furthermore, it is found in the Vedas that when a
women is invited into the family through marriage,
she enters, ‘as a river enters the sea’  and ‘to rule
there along with her husband’, as a queen, over
the other members of the family.4

Gender Equality between man and women
refers to the state of equal case of access to
resources and opportunities regardless of gender
including decision making and economic
participation. It entails  the concept that all human
beings, both men and women are free to develop
their personal abilities and make choices without
the limitations.5 Gender equality means that the
different behvour and aspirations and needs of
men and women are considered valued and
favoured equally. It means fairness of treatment
of men and women according to their respective
needs.

There is a social distinction with men and
women in society. Both have distinct roles to
perform. Men are serving as resource provider and
women perform the domestic duties along with
reproduction. Wives and mothers were regarded
as important roles for women. To day as per our
constitution we provide equal status to women on
the basis of equality principle such as equality,
dignity and freedom from discrimination.6 To
achieve or gain above mentioned equalities Indian
women have to struggle for a long time. Even
though women in the early vedic period occupied
a dignified  status, as they participated in outdoor
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life as circumstances and conditions required.
However, as the vedic period progressed, women’s
status degraded. Women were never supported by
a patriarchal society. Women were never treated
as equal and they were never encouraged to come
out from their houses.

From the very beginning women have played
an extremely important role in shaping the history
of India. Historical studies, scriptures point out that
Indian women enjoyed a comparatively high status
during the early vedic period. In the Indus valley
civilization the evidence of female clay figurines is
to highlight the social, cultural role of women in
that society. The hair styles, ornaments, dressing
clearly indicate the important prominence assigned
to women at that time. The Dancing girl made out
of bronze suggests specific public activities played
by women at that time.

Women had an equal standing with men in all
aspects of life during the early vedic period.7 In
ancient India, women were respected though there
was a patriarchal society. The Vedic Aryans, who
were mostly busy in fighting wars, regarded
women as useful and productive member of the
Society. Women of ancient times (Kshatriya Caste)
were trained in the field of martial arts and arms.
The condition of Vedic women was good. In ancient
times the multitude of goddesses was created to
instil respect for woman. Ardhanareshwar was
highly worshiped. Hindu considers, that the man
and women represent the two aspects of one
person. Scriptures  says that Lord Shiva consists
of a body of a two halves one is of male and others
is of female and he is called ‘Ardhanareshwar’. It
can be envisioned as an amalgamation of Shiva-
’Matter ’ and Shakti-’Energy’, giving equal
importance to both.  Women was considered more
powerful than men and treated as “Goddess of
Shakti”. The Shakta Hindu regard the Mother
Divine as the supreme creator and even
Vaishnavites and Saivites, who adore Lord Vishnu
or Lord Shiva as Supreme Deity claim that one can
no longer approach God through his Shakti.

Women took part in religious ceremonies and
tribal gatherings in Vedic Civilization. In spiritual
field, wife enjoyed full rights and routinely joined
and participated in religious ceremonies with her
husband. Religious ceremonies and sacrifices were
performed jointly by husband and wife, women

even took part in the religious lectures. There was
no restriction or bar for women to read or study of
any our sacred literature. As a result, women were
not inferior to males in terms of spirituality. Women
in vedic civilization enjoyed both marriage and
home life. They were given the option to have
multiple husbands and they could leave their
current husbands. Women who are widow could
remarry. Child marriage was not known. There are
indications of matrilineal influence in the society.
According to Rigveda, the wife and husband  are
equal in every way since they are equal halves of
the same material, therefore, both should join and
take part in all religious works. The Rigveda had
rendered the highest social status to qualified
women for those time. Women choose their
husbands through a type of marriage called
‘Swayamvara’ or a live in relationship known as
‘Gandharva marriage’.8 Instances of Swayamvara
ceremony can be found in Epics, the Ramayana and
Mahabharata. This was still continued with the
upper class families later on.

The Rigveda provides ample evidence to prove
the concept of equality of women with men as
regards access and capacity to acquire the highest
knowledge, even the absolute knowledge. Many
of the Vedic rishis were women. Women of all ages,
single or married were acknowledging vedic
authority. The prophetes

Gargi questioned the origins of all life, wrote
several vedic songs. Other Vedic hymns include
Vishwawara, Sikta and others. Many women rishis
are mentioned in the Rigveda, it contains dozens
of verses accredited to the women philosophers.
Ghose and the Maitreyi, who rejected half her
husbands Yajnavalkyas wealth in favour of
spiritual knowledge.9 It also contains long
philosophical conversations between the sage
Agasthya and his highly educated wife
Lopamudra. Rigveda says that the entire world of
noble people bows to the glory of the glorious
woman so that she enlightens us with knowledge
and foresight. They are considered as the societies
leader and a source of information to everyone.
Women is  considered as a symbol of prosperity
and daughter of brilliance. We should  appreciate
and respect her so that she destroys the   tendencies
of evil and hatred from the society.

When we specially talk about the Equality we
find that the vedas speak highly of equality and
brotherhood.

“The entire world is a family” was the motto of
vedic civilization. All had equal opportunity  in all
walks of life in Vedic civilization. As said

 (RV:X.191.2) Vedic riches which
command equality of all by birth and unity and
harmony among them. 

Atharva Veda says that when a bride enters a
family through marriage she is to “rule there along
with her husband, as a queen, over the other
members of the family.” It also states  that women
should be valiant, scholarly, prosperous, intelligent
and knowledgeable. Woman should participate in
legislative chambers and be the protectors of the
family and society. Atharveda expressly sanctions
study of the Vedas by girls/ women. 

A Thus we find that gender equality
is also the cardinal norms of the Vedas.

Brihadaranka Upanishad provides
genealogies of teachers such as Gargi and Maitreyi.
Gargi challenged the sage Yajnavalkya with
questions about the soul which confounded that
learned man. Upanishad relates to the spiritual
teachings given by Yajnavalkya to Maitreyi.10

Upanishad state that we individual souls are
neither masculine nor feminine as individuals.
Hinduism teaches that each of us passes through
many lives, both male and female.

As the time passed the status of women has
also changed in all aspects of society. The women’s
standing  deteriorated in later Vedic and Epic
period. During this women’s political rights of
attending assemblies was lost. Child marriage
came into existence. Aitrreya Brahman claims that
a daughter has been described as a cause of misery.
The position of women gradually deteriorated as
the vedic ideals of unity and equality began to fade
off through the passage of time. Women lost the
some rights and privileges as males. Women took
part in each family rituals with the men, but they
only played a role as silent observer and not as an
active person. Women began to be discriminated
against in terms of education and of other
privileges. Emphasis was laid on the physical
virtue of women in child marriages and their
unquestioned obedience towards the husband
resulted in constant degradation of their position.

The women in ancient Indian Epic period
enjoyed  an honourable position at home.

Ramayana and Mahabharata had given a
respectable place for women.11 In both the Epics
womens had been called as the  root cause of
ahimsa and the source of dharma, pleasure and
prosperity. We find many references to women
who have shown courage, strength, will power and
valour, such as Sita, Savitri, Draupadi and others.
Ramayana is a wonderful depiction of Hindus
Ideas of womanhood and it glorifies the value of
‘Patibrata’ and idealises womanhood as one of the
most venerable aspects of our heritage.12 Epic
Mahabharata also outlines the responsibilities and
attitude of wife towards her husband. In ancient
Indian society women held very prominent and
important position. However, there is evidence that
women’s authority has destroyed kingdoms and
mighty rulers. The Mahabharata by Veda Vyasa
tells the story of the fall of Kauravas as a result of
their humiliation of Draupadi. Valmiki’s Ramayana
is also about the annihilation of Ravana when he
Kidnapped and tried to marry Sita forcibly. Two
incidents from the Ramayana are usually quoted
to demonstrate women’s subordination which are
Sita’s ‘Agni Pariksha’ and her exile to the Forest.

During the period of Dharmashastras and
Puranas the status of women gradually declined
and underwent a major change. One of the
Dhamashastras is the Manusmriti, which was
composed well after the vedic period. Its
derogatory statements about women have been
highly publicized by those who would denigrate
and destroy Hinduism. Women were bracketed
with the Sudras during the smriti period and were
denied the right to study the vedas, speak vedic
mantras or perform vedic ceremonies. For women,
marriage or domestic life has become compulsory,
and their sole responsibility is to look after their
husband.13 The girls were deprived of formal
education. Daughters were regarded as second
class citizens, women’s rights were also reduced.
Sons were given more weightage than daughter’s.
Girls were not allowed to study the Vedas or
become Brahmacharinies.  Manu, the law giver of
Indian society said that “women have to be under
their father throughout childhood, under their
husband during youth, and under their son during
old age.”14 At no stage of life women shall deserve
freedom. This was the attitude of a typical
patriarchal society based on private property. As a
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result, she lost her independence and became life
long dependent on male- dominated society.

Due to various restrictions imposed on the
freedom of women, numerous issues began to
emerge. In the social fields, prepuberty marriage
came in practice, widow re-marriage was
prohibited, the husband was treated as God for a
woman, education was totally denied to women
etc. The custom of ‘Devdasi’ and ‘Sati’ become
increasingly prevalent, purdah system came into
existence and practice of polygamy came to be
accepted. Woman became a sort of property. She
could be given away or loaned as any item of
property. Women were not granted any property
rights under the Brahmanical law. If a women loses
her property rights she was totally denied a share
in her husband’s property, arguing that a wife and
a slave cannot own property. She was forbidden,
to offer scarifies, prayers, to practice penance and
to go pilgrimages in the religious fields.

Some sociological thinkers claim that there are
a variety of explanations for womens inferior status
in the later vedic period. The imposition of
Brahmanical austerities on the society, the caste
system and joint family system’s stringent
constraints, the absence of educational
opportunities for women, the entry of non-Aryan
households and foreign invasions are among the
reasons. As a result, the social, cultural and
religious backbone of Indian society is based on
patriarchal structure which gives the secondary
status to the women.

Women in Buddhism become an important
topic as it is associated with their theology, history,
anthropology and feminism. The status of women
slightly impended during the Buddhist period. The
caste system’s rigidities and restrictions were
relaxed. Buddha preached and promoted equality
and he tried to improve the cultural, educational
and religious status of women. Gautam Buddha
the founder of Buddhism permitted women to join
his monastic community and fully participate  in
it. The early Budhism opinion on women is that
they are inferior.15 These are statements in Buddhist
scripture that appear to be misogynists, such as
the presentation of women as obstructers of  men’s
spiritual progress or the notion that a womens birth
is inferior one with less opportunity for spiritual
progress. Buddhist attitude is to women as deeply
ambivalent.

The various schools and traditions within
Buddhism hold different view as to the possibilities
of women’s spiritual attainments. One thread
emphasizes that in terms of spiritual attainment,
women and men have equal spiritual capabilities
and that women not only can, but also in many
cases have attained spiritual liberation. Early
Buddhist literature in the Theravada  tradition,
Mahayana sutras and Tantric writings all include
such a worldview. There were stories of women
and even children who attained  enlightenment
during the life time of the Buddha. Furthermore,
Buddhist theories make no distinction between
men and women because everyone regardless of
gender, status or age is subject to old age, illness
and mortality. Therefore, all are exposed to the pain
and impermanence that characterize conditioned
existence.

Jainism is a religion of religions equality.
According to the Tattvartha Sutra, all beings-save
for infernal  beings, one sensed beings or gods-
possess one of three genders: female, male, or
hermaphroditic.16 These genders result from a
specific “body-making karma” that is linked to a
person’s soul. In the process of achieving spiritual
liberation, this Karma is shed in order to free the
soul from the cycle of rebirths known as samsara.
As a result, regardless  of gender, any entity with
the ability to reach spiritual emancipation can do
so. Although Jainism is in ways dedicated to
equality for some. Jain women’s very femaleness
creates spiritual inequality. One of the most
fundamental distinctions between Swetambara
and Digambara Jains is their respective views on
women as mendicants, or nuns that originated over
their debate regarding nudity. Digambara Jains
claims that it is necessary for all the mendicants  to
conduct their renunciation without clothing. For
them, this represents the idealized practice of
aparigraha, in which a mendicant renounces all
property and possessions, including clothing. For
Digambaras, women cannot become ascetics as
they could not be naked, which was seen as “an
essential component of the path to liberation”17.
The Digambara Jain thinks that women can not be
liberated unless they first reincarnate as men. The
Svetambara Jain disagree with the Diagambara Jain
because they do not believe that nakedness is a
necessary part of the path to nirvana.
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Women’s are not allowed to be naked in public
and they cannot achieve liberation directly thus
they were considered as second class citizens. If
women is allowed to be naked in public then men
would experience sexual desire which will obstruct
the men’s path toward emancipation. Digambaras
also believe that women are harmful. This comes
from a belief that menstrual blood kills micro-
organisms living in the female body. Digambaras
also submit that a women’s nature is to care for
children and other dependents. She will find it for
more challenging to break free from these earthy
attachments, and unless she does so, she cannot
achieve liberation.
Conclusion

It is true that women have been mistreated in
ancient India, later Vedic Age, mediaeval and
current Indian society as well as every where in
the world except in the Rig Veda age. It is violation
or breach of the Sanatana Dharma in India. Every
religion seeks instruction from its scriptures and
holy men and women for guidance.

The theory of natural rights has its origins
in the writings of the famous philosophers Grosius,
Hobbes and Locke in the 17th century. He told that
the main basis of natural rights is ‘natural law’.
This law tells every person to respect the life, liberty
and property of another person. John Locke
mentioned these natural principles in his famous
book “The Two Treatises on Government”.2

Apart from this, the Declaration of
Independence issued by America in 1776 also said
that ‘all men are created equal and the Creator has
given them certain inalienable rights such as life,
liberty and the pursuit of happiness.’ Thereafter in
1789 In the Declaration of Human and Civil Rights
declared by France, it was once again talked about
the natural and inalienable rights of the individual.
These countries gave these rights to their citizens
as individuals and not as states.

The declarations made in the 17th and 18th
centuries relating to natural rights; they were
further expanded in the 20th century through the
United Nations Declaration of Human Rights and
several other related agreements. Simply put,
human rights are the successors of the old natural
rights.
Types of Human Rights

Well, there is no fixed number of human rights.
As new threats and challenges emerge in diverse
societies, the list of human rights continues to grow.
Here we will learn about the human rights
mentioned in the Universal Declaration of the
United Nations. There are a total of 30 articles in
this declaration, in which the mentioned human
rights are generally divided into civil-political and
economic-social-cultural categories. In its Article-
3, it has been said about the rights of freedom and
security of the person, which are necessary for the
enjoyment of all other rights.3

Importance of Human Rights

Universal Declaration of Human Rights

Human rights were grossly violated during the
Second World War. For this reason, there was a
need to make concrete arrangements for the
protection of human rights in the future, and on
10 December 1948, the General Assembly of the
United Nations accepted the Universal Declaration
of Human Rights. The General Assembly called
upon all member countries to disseminate this
declaration. 48 countries had signed the Charter
of the United Nations related to the protection of
human rights, in which India was also included.
But it took 45 years to create an independent
institution related to human rights in India. The
National Human Rights Commission (NHRC) was
constituted on 12 October 1993 under the
Protection of Human Rights Act 1993.5 Apart from
this, a provision was made for the constitution of
Human Rights Commissions in the states as well.
Let’s know about NHRC-
National Human Rights Commission

• It is the apex body of the country in the matter
of protection of human rights.

• It is a statutory body, formed according to the
Paris Principles of 1991.

• NHRC can investigate on its own initiative or
on the petition of the aggrieved person on
receiving a complaint of violation of human
rights.

• The mandate of this commission included
studying the condition of prisoners in jails,

investigating judicial and police custodial
deaths, misbehavior with women and cases
of disappearances etc.

• Doing research or promoting research in the
field of human rights and making people
aware of human rights are also included in
the works of this commission.

• After studying international treaties,
conventions and reports related to human
rights, this commission also recommends their
effective compliance.

• Apart from these, there are many functions
of NHRC.

Limitations of NHRC
• Generally NHRC is compared to a lion

without nails and without teeth, which is a
lion to say but its powers are negligible. The
reason for this comparison is that this
commission can neither punish anyone nor
compensate anyone in case of violation of
human rights. It can only recommend trial to
the government or court on the basis of its
investigation. Not only this, the Central and
State Governments are not bound to accept
the recommendations of the Commission.

• The Commission cannot inquire into
complaints which have been lodged after one
year of the occurrence of the incident. Also,
the commission does not have the authority
to investigate cases of human rights violations
by the armed forces.

• Large number of posts lying vacant, paucity
of resources and funds, bureaucratic pattern
of members working within commissions,
non-cooperation of police and other
investigative agencies etc. are major reasons
for obstruction in the path of the commission.

Current Status of Human Rights in India
When it comes to protecting the dignity and

liberty of an individual, the role of the judiciary is
crucial. It is the protector of individual human
rights as it not only protects but also explains the
scope of fundamental rights. In some significant
instances, judicial pronouncements or
interpretations have evolved over time and have
expanded the scope of human rights in India.

According to a US study, India has a number
of serious human rights issues, including arbitrary
and extrajudicial killings, limits on freedom of
expression and the press, tolerance of corruption
and abuses of religious freedom. But, there are
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many organizations in India working on the
development of human rights and National
Human Rights Commission is one of them which
is helping people related to human rights violations
in India.6

The commission was established in 1993 by the
Public Health Reform Act of 1993. The Paris
Principles were adopted for the promotion and
protection of human rights, which influenced
national institutions and led to the establishment
of the National Human Rights Commission in
India. The rights of the underprivileged and the
excluded are emphasized by the NHRC. As a
result, it takes all necessary steps to ensure that
the human rights of any individual are not violated.

NHRC works on all aspects related to human
rights such as educating people, making people
aware of laws and procedures related to human
rights, protecting rights to health care and cleaning
the environment, not only NHRC but many other
NGOs Organizations and organizations working
on these The main objective of these organizations
is to educate people about their rights and should
come forward if something is happening or if
someone violates their rights.7

Human Rights in India Compared with the
United States

In the United States, the First Amendment
guarantees freedom of the press, whereas, in India,
it is enshrined in Article 19(1)(a), which guarantees
freedom of speech and expression. In India, filing
a petition in the Supreme Court is a fundamental
right, however, in the United States, the
government files a petition (in the United States,
the term “government” has a wider meaning and
includes not only the executive, but also is the
highest level of government). The right to property
was abolished as a fundamental right in India in
1978, but it is still a fundamental right in the United
States as no property can be taken without
compensation.

In the United States, cybercrime laws differ
from state to state and are unique to each state’s
needs. The law in the US began with the Computer
Fraud and Abuse Act of 1984, which was changed
from time to time to deal with new issues such as
malicious code, Trojan horses, etc. After this change
the government was able to punish anyone who
broke cyber. Law with intent to cause harm without

the knowledge of the owner of the computer. In
2002 the US government passed the Cyber Security
Enhancement Act which helped law agencies to
impose tougher punishments for a person who
committed a computer crime and caused loss of
monetary and emotional value. These punishments
can vary from 5 to 20 years or extend up to life
imprisonment but there is also a lack of cyber law
in India.8

Through this we can really say that India needs
to re-think the laws related to all those aspects
which are dangerous to human privacy.

Violations in India

According to the data released by the NHRC,
the commission in the country has registered 82,006
complaints in the last five years i.e. 2017, 85,950 in
the year 2018, 76,585 in the year 2019 and 75,064 in
the year 2020, 106022 in the year 2021. At the same
time, in the financial year 2022-23 till the month of
May, 16,504 complaints have been registered and
17043 cases (new and old) have been settled. Not
only this, thousands of cases are pending before
the commission.9

Top human rights violators
According to a survey of the year 2021, Egypt,

Syria, Yemen, China, Iran, North Korea, Central
African Republic, Burundi, Republic of Congo,
Burma, Libya, Venezuela, Eritrea, Russia and
Nigeria in cases of human rights violations in the
world are on top.

Way Forward
• In order to make NHRC a strong and

powerful institution, the Second
Administrative Reforms Commission (ARC)
has made several recommendations in its
report. According to the report, the
commission should prepare a uniform format
for making complaints before various
statutory commissions. For this, the details of
the victims should be given in such a way that
the coordination of the data between the
various commissions is correct.

• The powers of the commission should be
increased for speedy redressal of complaints.
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• The lack of resources and funds in the
Commission should be removed.

• A task force-like working group should be
constituted in the commission, which can take
immediate action.

• Cooperative attitude should be adopted by
the Governments, Police, Judiciary and other
investigative agencies with the Commission,
so that the Commission can do its work
without any hindrance.

Along with all this, we should also not forget
that, if any work is harmful for our health and
welfare as well as for others, then it cannot be
considered as a right. Protection of human rights
will not be possible only by redressal of complaints
by the Human Rights Commission; People also
have to be aware of their rights. Also, it is very
important to keep in mind that while being aware
of our rights, we also have to respect the rights of
others. That is, the freedom, equality, prestige,
peace that we want for ourselves, gives that to
others as well. Only then we all will be able to
develop and protect our human rights.

However, it may
be stated that sustainable development cannot be
a static concept; hence it cannot be defined once
for all. Sustainable development is a dynamic
Process having equity, justice, integrative and
balanced nature and common goals but different
routes. The present study aims to examine the
sustainable development, which cannot be
achieved without including mental health.
Recently, the international community has not
mobilized the necessary attention, effort and
resources for people with mental illness and
disability, despite the knowledge that the economic
cost of mental disorders is more than 4% of GDP
worldwide, depression is the leading cause of
disability, and each year over 800,000 suicides,
many of which are preventable. 2015 is historic as
two UN global frameworks have included mental
health, well-being and disability: the UN Sendai
Framework for Disaster Risk Reduction 2015-306
and the 2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development
and the Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs).

The 2030 Agenda and the SDGs build on lessons
learned and gaps identified in the implementation
of the Millennium Development Goals (MDGs), as
well as identify emerging development challenges.
While the Millennium Declaration and the
Millennium Development Goals do not mention
mental health and disability in any of the goals,
targets and indicators, the Agenda and SDGs have
included mental health and disability in several
paragraphs. The vision of the 2030 Agenda is “a
world with equitable and universal access to
quality education at all levels, to health care and
social protection, where physical, mental and social
well-being is ensured”. Under Goal 3 (“ensure
healthy lives and promote well-being for all at all
ages”), Goal 3.4 is to “reduce by one-third

premature mortality from non-communicable
diseases through prevention and treatment and
promote mental health and well-being” and Goal
3.5 is to “strengthen prevention and substance
abuse treatment, including drug abuse and
harmful alcohol use’. In addition, goals 4, 8, 10 and
11 contain specific references to the inclusion of
persons with disabilities, which is necessary to
protect and promote the rights of persons with
mental, intellectual and psychosocial disabilities,
who are among the most ostracized.

Introduction

Mental health includes emotional,
psychological and social well-being, affecting
cognition, perception and behaviour. It also
determines how an individual manages stress,
interpersonal relationships and decision-making.
Mental health includes, among others, subjective
well-being, perceived self-efficacy, autonomy,
competence, intergenerational dependence, and
self-actualization of one’s intellectual and
emotional potential. In terms of positive
psychology or holism, mental health may include
an individual’s ability to enjoy life and create a
balance between life activities and the pursuit of
psychological resilience. Cultural differences,
subjective evaluations, and competing professional
theories influence how one defines “mental
health.” Some early symptoms related to mental
health problems are sleep disturbances, lack of
energy, lack of appetite, and thoughts of harming
yourself or others.

Mental illness is more common than cancer,
diabetes or heart disease. More than 26 percent of
all Americans over the age of 18 meet the criteria
for mental illness. Evidence suggests that 450
million people worldwide suffer from some form
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of mental illness. Major depression ranks fourth
among the 10 most common causes of illness
worldwide. By 2029, mental illness is predicted to
become the leading cause of illness worldwide.
Each year, one million people commit suicide and
10 to 20 million attempt suicide. A World Health
Organization (WHO) report estimated the global
cost of mental illness in 2010 at nearly $2.5 trillion
(two-thirds indirect costs), with a projected
increase to more than $6 trillion by 2030.

Evidence from the WHO suggests that almost
half of the world’s population is affected by mental
illness, impacting on their self-esteem,
relationships and ability to function in everyday
life. An individual’s emotional health can affect
their physical health. Poor mental health can lead
to problems such as the inability to make adequate
decisions and substance use disorders.

Good mental health can improve quality of life,
while poor mental health can make it worse.
According to Richards, Campania and Muse-
Burke, “There is a growing body of evidence
showing that emotional abilities are associated
with pro-social behaviors such as stress
management and physical health.” Their research
also concluded that people who lack emotional
expression tend to engage in antisocial behaviors
(e.g. substance use disorder and alcohol use
disorder, physical fights, vandalism) that reflect
their mental health and repressed emotions. Adults
and children facing mental illness may experience
social stigma that can exacerbate these issues.

In September 2015, mental health was included
in the UN’s Sustainable Development Goals
(SDGs). In this historic step, the United Nations
(UN) recognized the burden of mental illness and
defined mental health as a global development
priority for the next 15 years. Along the way to
this success, many individuals and organizations
have played a role in contributing to the inclusion
of mental health in the SDGs, one of which is a
global initiative called fundamental SDG. The
group is urging the UN to include mental health
in new development goals, targets and indicators.
The Need for a Global Initiative to
Strengthen Mental Health within the SDGs

Over the past 15 years, from the launch of the
Millennium Development Goals (MDGs) to their
target year of 2015, the mental health situation in

global development has been bleak. Despite the
success of the Millennium Development Goals in
reducing overall health disparities between rich
and poor countries, and significant achievements
in the area of   infectious diseases such as malaria
or HIV/AIDS, this last generation of development
goals did not include any reference to mental
illness, despite the global impact these conditions
and their cross-cutting impact on the eight
Millennium Development Goals.

As the Global Burden of Disease Study 2013
found, mental and substance use disorders had
increased over the previous 3 years, accounting for
11% of DALYs (compared to 7.8% in 2010) (GBD
2013 DALYs and HALE Collaborators, 2015 ), and
these disorders alone accounted for 21.2% of YLD
worldwide in 2013 (Global Burden of Disease
Study Collaborators, 2015). This makes mental
illness a major challenge for any health system, and
mental health is a clear development problem in
low- and middle-income and high-income
countries (WHO World Mental Health Survey
Consortium, 2004).

The latest research shows that this impact may
even be underestimated. However, less developed
countries in particular face a large disparity in
treatment, which means that most people with a
mental disorder receive no treatment and often face
isolation, discrimination and violations of their
human rights.

Mental health is itself a prerequisite for physical
health and is strongly linked to other factors of
development such as poverty, work and economic
growth or peace and justice. Mental health plays a
key role in efforts to achieve social inclusion and
equality, universal health coverage, access to justice
and human rights, and sustainable economic
development. For example, poverty (Goal 1) and
mental illness are closely linked, just as economic
growth (Goal 8) and safe and resilient cities and
towns (Goal 11) depend on an overall mentally
healthy society. As a cross-cutting issue, mental
health is relevant across the spectrum of
development.

In mid-2014, the UN Open Working Group
published a proposal for a new generation of
development goals. Compared to the MDGs, the
SDGs now presented a wider range of
development issues to maximize inclusion and
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“leave no one behind” (TUN Open Working
Group, 2014). The draft set of 17 targets was
developed with little public consultation and
contained only one minor reference to mental
health; civil society organizations, NGOs and
academia have been largely ignored in this UN
process. As such, the new development goals
would once again essentially ignore the more than
400 million people worldwide who currently
experience mental health problems.

In this context, a consortium led by King’s
College London and Maudsley International was
formed in 2014, recognizing the need to challenge
the post-2015 development agenda. A global
initiative to strengthen mental health in the SDGs,
called fundamental SDG, was formed, bringing
together global mental health leaders from
academia, civil society and service user, career and
provider organizations (www.fundamental
SDG.org). The Fundamental SDG Steering Group
advocated for UN Member States to include two
mental health targets and two indicators in the
draft health SDG target. The proposed targets and
indicators were fully aligned with the WHO Global
Plan of Action for Mental Health 2013–2020 and
the proposal submitted by the UN Sustainable
Development Solutions Network (UN SDSN).
Contribution of Fundamental SDG

With a series of coordinated global actions in
2014-2015, members of the Fundamental SDG
Steering Group reached out to international leaders
and national policy makers in the field of mental
health in collaboration with a growing network of
civil society members. Actions taken by the group
included sending advocacy letters to all
representatives of UN member states (where
contact details could be obtained), active direct
approaches and meetings with individual key
policy makers in the sustainable development
process, advocacy presentations at national and
international meetings, and more. International
celebrities and members of the media took up and
supported the work, and within months the
initiative gained worldwide recognition. In late
2014, former UN Secretary-General Kofi Annan
highlighted the importance of human rights
violations related to people with mental disorders
and pointed to the importance of mental health for
global development. In his summary report on the

post-2015 agenda in December 2014, UN Secretary-
General Ban Ki-Moon included the need for a new
development agenda to address universal health
care coverage, accessibility and affordability to
reduce the burden of non-communicable diseases,
including mental illness (UN, 2014).

Almost 1 year after Fundamental SDG
launched its global efforts, negotiations among UN
member states on a new development agenda were
coming to an end. Despite all the concerted efforts
to strengthen mental health, this draft SDG did not
leave much room for hope. Due to many other
global development issues, the mental health
content of the draft SDGs has not been
strengthened. However, during the summer of
2015, Fundamental SDG re-invigorated its efforts
and advocated with national governments,
highlighting the importance of mental health for
global development, to pave the way for the final
negotiations at the UN in autumn 2015.

In 2015, at its 70th session, the UN General
Assembly adopted a resolution on the new 2030
Agenda for Sustainable Development. The final
agenda ambitiously declares the goal of
transforming the world between 2015 and 2030 and
defines global development in 17 goals and 169
targets. In a groundbreaking move and much to
the surprise of the global mental health community,
the United Nations not only put mental health on
the agenda for the first time, but also declared
mental health a global development priority
(United Nations, 2015).

In the introductory part of the declaration of
the new SDGs (the preamble), the UN places
mental health on the same level as physical health
and calls on its member states for fair and universal
access to health care and ensuring mental and
social well-being, because as well as promoting
mental health and well-being and general health
coverage and access to quality healthcare:

“In these goals and objectives, we set out a
supremely ambitious and transformational vision.
We envision a world with fair and universal access
to quality education at all levels, health care and
social protection, where physical, mental and social
well-being is ensured” (para. 7) (UN, 2015).

The UN further recognizes mental illness as a
major challenge for sustainable development and
expresses its commitment to the prevention and
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treatment of non-communicable diseases,
including behavioural, developmental and
neurological disorders: “To promote physical and
mental health and well-being and to increase life
expectancy for all, we must achieve universal
health coverage and access to quality health care.
We are committed to the prevention and treatment
of non-communicable diseases, including
behavioural, developmental and neurological
disorders, which represent a major challenge for
sustainable development” (paragraph 26) (UN,
2015).

Under goal 3 (the “health goal”), mental health
is mentioned three times, directly in the goal to
“reduce by one-third premature mortality from
non-communicable diseases through prevention
and treatment and promote mental health and
well-being” (goal 3.4); in another goal, “strengthen
the prevention and treatment of substance abuse,
including drug abuse and harmful use of alcohol”
(goal 3.5); and is also implicitly included in
universal health insurance with the goal of
“achieving universal health coverage, including
financial risk protection, access to quality basic
health services and access to safe, effective, quality
and affordable essential medicines and vaccines for
all” (goal 3.8). With this development agenda, the
UN followed WHO recommendations and made
the global goals a clear statement for mental health
in global development. This is a historic step for
mental health that has been advocated for in recent
years by mental health leaders and NGOs such as
Fundamental SDG.
The Impact and Challenges of Mental
Health Advocacy Work within the SDGs

For the first time, Fundamental SDG managed
to unite globally a large number of mental health
stakeholders with different positions and goals. In
a very short time, this initiative managed to
mobilize for a clear goal with simple and clear
political demands: very specific SDG targets and
indicators of suicide mortality and treatment
coverage for people with severe mental illness.

An important question is: what has been the
impact of Fundamental SDG in achieving the
inclusion of mental health in the SDGs? The short
answer to this is that it is impossible to discern the
effect of one of several concurrent influences on
this process. Even more than national policy

making, global development policy is the subject
of intense and lengthy negotiations not only
between different policies and positions, but also
between a large number of stakeholders and blocs
of national and political interest groups. At the UN,
both nations and thematic interest groups work
hard to make their positions heard. Especially for
non-member organizations of the UN, the
structures, committees and policy-making
processes are rather opaque and the mechanisms
of political advocacy remain unclear. With many
different organizations and individuals trying to
influence health goals, the relative contribution of
nonprofits to mental health policymaking
processes is difficult to measure.

Several countries, particularly low- and
middle-income countries, have given high priority
to the Sustainable Development Goals and their
outcomes, and some of these countries have
promoted the issue of mental health. In several
cases, country governments and/or UN country
representatives for the SDGs have expressed
explicit support for mental health and have been
confirmed to have made progress on the issue in
UN (in) formal negotiations. However, it is not
entirely clear how the overall inclusion of mental
health and the specific wording of the goals
ultimately came about.

In its first wave of advocacy, fundamental SDG
advocated for the inclusion of one specific goal in
the health goal: “The provision of mental and
physical health and social care services for people
with mental disorders in line with resources for
physical health services.” as inclusion. two key
indicators in line with the WHO Mental Health
Action Plan 2013-2020:

“Ensure that coverage of services for people
with severe mental disorders in each country
increases to at least 20% by 2020 (including a
community-based package of interventions for
people with psychosis, bipolar affective disorder
or moderate depression).” And “Increase the
amount invested to mental health to at least 5% of
the total health budget by 2020 and to at least 10%
by 2030 in every low- and middle-income country”
(Thornicroft and Patel2014).

During consultations with policymakers during
the SDG negotiations, it became clear that less
specific, open-ended goals were more likely to be
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achieved within a draft set of goals. So
Fundamental SDG adapted its call and in the
second wave pushed for a series of adjustments:
(1) include mental health in health goal 3; (2)
include full compliance with the WHO Global Plan
of Action for the Prevention and Control of Non
communicable Diseases and the WHO Plan of
Action for Mental Health 2013–2020; and (3)
include universal health coverage for mental
disorders.

The eventual inclusion of mental health in the
SDGs can be seen as a two-layered process. At one
level, a number of international organizations
directly and indirectly advocate for the overall
inclusion of mental health in the SDGs, such as the
World Psychiatric Association (WPA) or the
Christoffel Blindenmission (CBM), which focuses
on disability. . Many organizations working to
promote general health, women, children, victims
of war crimes, etc. also support the inclusion of
mental health in their broader focus. The second
level includes well-placed and established
organizations within the inner (rather opaque)
circle of UN diplomacy, such as the WHO, and
well-connected individuals. It is likely that their
permanent positions and long years of work in the
field of advocacy also played a key role in this
process. In addition, the views of mental disorders
as forms of disability are emerging in SDG
stakeholder positions, and the well-organized
disability advocacy community is now beginning
to take a more positive and inclusive approaches
to psychosocial disabilities.

In terms of measuring the impact of the
Fundamental SDG, a comparison of the mental
health situation in the SDGs before and after the
Fundamental SDG efforts shows the likelihood of
substantial success. When Fundamental SDG
launched its efforts in the summer of 2014, the draft
2030 Development Agenda made little mention of
mental health. During the 1 year of intense
advocacy for this global mental health initiative,
the draft UN SDGs have changed materially, and
mental health has been included and emphasized
several times, both in the preamble and in health
goal 3. This suggests that it is reasonable to
consider that together with WHO’s efforts,
Fundamental SDG has played a significant role in
the inclusion of mental health in the UN SDGs,

particularly with regard to the inclusion of specific
mental health targets.

Lessons Learned from the Fundamental
SDG Initiative

The work of the Fundamental SDG global
initiative has provided many insights into the UN
system and processes and lessons for mental health
work both globally and nationally. We would like
to share insights on: (1) what the UN needs to
change to make the sustainable development
process more equitable for NGOs; and (2) what the
global mental health community can do to make
mental health advocacy work more effective.

(1) What can the UN do to promote fairer and
more equitable UN SDG enforcement work that is
more representative of civil society and thus
contributes to greater sustainability overall?

The first big challenge lies in setting up the SDG
process and system. The Sustainable Development
Goals are designed as a set of goals for nations to
be decided by nations without any major input
from civil society or academia. This in itself is a
problem for NGOs who want to represent their
issues in the process. However, it is also reflected
in limited public communication about the
possibilities of influencing the SDGs on the part of
the UN and its member states, which is another
barrier. In many UN countries, the SDGs are not
promoted as a political issue and there is a lack of
public communication from the UN and its
member states regarding the details of the process.
This contributes to the third challenge, the lack of
awareness of SDG relevance and possible input
from civil society/academia/NGOs, etc. NGOs of
all advocacy areas have experienced these three
constraints during the SDG process.

For the SDGs to be truly for the people and to
“leave no one behind”, the UN must ensure that
populations are represented not only through
representatives of their governments, but also
appropriately through representatives of civil
society. NGOs and their representatives should be
actively encouraged by national governments and
the UN to contribute to inputs in a larger, more
direct and more frequent way than was the case in
the 2015 SDG process. of development in general
is that the overall low priority of the SDGs will be
increased by and within UN member states, both
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for SDG funding countries and for LDCs. income
countries.

(2) What can NGOs do to contribute to more
effective and efficient mental health advocacy?
Fundamental SDG’s work shows the value of
mobilizing and uniting in mental health.

In order to make a strong and effective push
for global mental health, the following lessons
should be considered by the global mental health
community: (a) Stakeholders need to work
together and consolidate a unified voice; (b) They
need to make clear and simple policy demands for
specific mental disorders, services or system
changes; (c) They need to work to build lasting and
trusted relationships with policy makers to put
mental health on the global policy agenda. And as
part of this journey (d) civil society, non-
governmental organizations and academia must
take their share of responsibility for promoting the
importance of the SDGs and the need to influence
their citizens and member states.
The Next Crucial Step: Strong Indicators
of Mental Health

With mental health included in the goals and
objectives of the new development agenda, what
are the next steps for the UN? As the UN Secretary-
General emphasized in his 2014 Synthesis Report,
rigorous and robust measurement will determine
the success of the Global Goals. All projected
improvements in global development need to be
measured and monitored using reliable systematic
data and indicators that include a level of
disaggregation to address inequalities and
inequities.

Following a proposal by the UN Inter-Agency
Expert Committee on Indicators (IAEG-SDG), the
UN is developing indicators, with a final decision
expected later in 2016. For mental health, it is
particularly important that indicators clearly refer
to mental disorders to avoid the risk of being
overlooked compared to goals that have clear
indicators.

WHO proposed two indicators for
strengthening mental health in the SDGs, which
are fully aligned with the WHO Global Plan of
Action for Mental Health, both under the health
goal: (1) suicide rate; and (2) service coverage
(proportion treated) of persons with severe mental

illness. Fundamental SDG fully supports these two
indicators, especially as no additional efforts are
required from UN/WHO countries to meet the
indicators as they have already agreed to collect
data for these indicators under the WHO Mental
Health Action Plan.

The current list of indicators negotiated by the
IAEG for adoption by the UN General Assembly
includes a suicide mortality indicator (indicator
3.4.1). For objective 3.8 of universal health
coverage, the IAEG proposed an indicator of
service coverage (indicator 3.8.1). Fundamental
SDG supports WHO’s proposal to explicitly
include the treatment of people with severe mental
disorders (SMD) in this indicator.

Without clear and detailed indicators, mental
health lacks metrics to measure progress. In order
to better reflect inequalities and include people
with mental illness, the UN Sustainable
Development Solutions Network (UN SDSN)
identified the need for the UN to identify levels of
disaggregation of certain relevant indicators.
Fundamental SDG supports the disaggregation of
indicators to ensure measurable progress and calls
on the UN to prioritize people with mental and
psychosocial disabilities.
Conclusion

Mental health has come a long way from its
exclusion from the Millennium Development
Goals to the 2015 development agenda. In the new
SDGs, the UN has finally defined mental health as
a global development priority, setting the stage for
an ambitious plan to tackle the world’s challenges
over the next 15 years.

Now NGOs, civil society organizations and
academia must remind the UN that action must
be followed by formal commitment. The Global
Goals require a detailed action plan, and the
implementation of the health goals needs to be
defined and measured using indicators. Mental
health in particular needs concrete, clear indicators
to identify measure and implement mechanisms
to strengthen and expand mental health systems.
This is especially true for low-income countries
where coverage and provision of mental health
services is severely lacking. Mental health is a
challenge for global development not only in itself,
but as a cross-cutting issue it also affects many
other development goals.
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The UN, as well as NGOs, civil society
organizations and academia, must recognize the
importance of mental health to many of the
Sustainable Development Goals and must promote
mental health through clear indicators. In addition,
the UN must disaggregate indicators to ensure
health equity. Over the next 14 years, the UN and
its member states, NGOs and academia must
measure and monitor indicator data to ensure that
the SDGs are met.

NGOs and academia must maintain
momentum and hold the UN to account as
custodians of the SDGs. Finally, UN member states
must commit to their 2030 pledge to leave no one
behind and ensure prevention and treatment and
inclusion in universal health insurance for people
with mental and psychosocial disabilities.
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India, throughout its history has always known
and learned about itself from outsiders. Many
travellers considered India as part of ancient
civilization and many considered as a modern state
especially after the British rule.  This work intends
to focuses on Octavio Paz’s modernist perceptions
of India and the various circumstances that
influenced his opinions, particularly his visits to
the subcontinent as an ambassador for Mexico and
afterwards as a tourist. Peter Wagner expresses a
widely shared view when he writes that modernity
“has always been associated with progress” (28).
Paz, when he visits India, he does have the progress
angle while looking at various images but there
are many aspects that he explores. Like many
writers, Paz was guided by both individualism and
social fact. Thomas Hobbes has defined
individualism in the form of natural liberty. Every
person is licensed to take whatever action he feels
is necessary to preserve himself. Social fact has
been described by Émile Durkheim as something
external to an individual and acting as a coercive
force. This work proposes to explore Paz’s
Eurocentric and modernist viewpoint in his various
works in the light of postcolonial theories. The
work will examine whether Paz follows the
established narrative or follows his unique
sensibility in the writings.

Octavio Paz started travelling to various places
at a young age and his journey as a writer started
when he visited Valencia, Spain in 1937 to
participate in the Second International Congress
of Anti-Fascist Writers. Paz was appointed Mexican
ambassador to India in 1962, which marked an
important turning point in the poet’s life as he
documented in numerous works which helped him
receive the Nobel prize for literature in 1990.

Starting with Vislumbres de la India, Paz
identifies with the subcontinent instead of
antagonizing it.  Unlike the other European
travellers who came to India like E M Foster, Paz

had a very different view point. Seeking to distance
himself from the “strategic location” of authority
generally associated with orientalist discourse, the
author exalts its parallel condition.

“La extrañeza de la India suscitaba en mi mente
la otra extrañeza, la de mi propio país […], mi
propio e íntimoexotismo de mexicano”. “The
strangeness of India aroused in my mind the other
strangeness, that of my own country [...], my own
intimate Mexican exoticism.” (Paz 20)

Octavio Paz finds in this land of pluralism,
mysticism and oppressive heat a correlate of
Mexican history, so, he often tries to draw
similarities and coincidences between both
cultures. For example, as he watched the desolate
landscape receding into the horizon on his way to
Delhi, Paz conjured up hazy images from his
childhood. He remembers his rail journeys during
the last days of the Mexican Revolution, when, at
just six years old, he saw a hanged men swinging
under the telegraph poles along the track. There
were many other images in India which he could
easily identify from his past.

However, In his another book El laberinto de la
soledad he has tried to exorcise the repressed drives
of the Mexican to elucidate his identity; now, India
presented “otra interrogación aún más vasta y
enigmática”. “another even vaster and more
enigmatic interrogation.”(Paz 18)

Here, I would like to make two clarifications
about the vision of the Indian subcontinent that
Paz presents in his work. Although Latin American
Orientalism is, in a certain sense, a comparison
between peripheries, subaltern subjects,
contrasting exoticisms, the writer’s judgment is
clearly inspired by the discourse on the hegemonic
colonial characterization of the East as a deviation
from the Western worldview. Therefore, when
trying to highlight the similarities between Mexico
and India, he usually ends up reaffirming their
differences.

Vislumbres de la India is divided into an
autobiographical account about Octavio Paz’s
experiences in the country and a series of essays
about the culture, society, and politics. To put it
this way, the work is a compilation of real and
figurative glimpses. Muñoz García says in this
regard: “no es ni un libro de historia ni una bitácora
de viajes, aunque una y otra vez eltexto parece
oscilar entre ambos caminos” “it is neither a history
book nor a travel log, although time and time again
the text seems to oscillate between both
paths.”(Garcia 120)

In his initial account it is not clear whether his
description of Indian cities carries the deliberate
Orientalism of poeticizing the everyday or is
simply a statement of wonder. In any case, the
author reproduces in his journeys the dominant
meta geographies which attributes to the
Eurocentric vision of universal history, interwoven
with the processes of colonialism and the
prejudices of postcolonialism. According to this
“cartography of enchanted spaces”, the world is
divided into modern societies and traditional
communities, categories that seek to oppose
Western civility to the barbarism of others. This
antinomy is reflected in the confrontation of
concepts such as tradition and modernity, ritual
and rationality, myth and history, community and
State, magic and modernity, emotion and reason.

Octavio Paz portrays the Indian subcontinent
as a mosaic of contrasts that coexist in unusual
concordance: “modernity and archaism,
extravagance and destitution, carelessness and
proficiency, mildness and viciousness, majority of
castes and dialects, divine beings and ceremonies,
traditions and concepts, greenery and deserts,
fields and mountains, cities and towns, rustic and
mechanical life, centuries separated in time and
together in space”. He at last summarizes it in these
words as “vi monstruos y me cegaron relámpagos
de belleza”. “I saw monsters and flashes of beauty
blinded me.” (Paz 44)

However, when Paz discusses caste and claims
that castes are a barrier to India’s modernisation,
he unintentionally perpetuates the stereotypes of
colonial anthropology, which perceived in this
foreign land as a political member and resistance
to change. The Mexican writer argues that when
history acquires the guise of development and

modernity, the contradiction between history and
caste turns into a fatal hostility. While working as
Mexico’s ambassador to India, Paz hints at his
attachment to modernity when he indicates his
admiration for Nehru’s vision of a secular nation-
state where everyone is free to practise their
religion, and each person has the right to do so on
their own terms without receiving any special
treatment.

The Mexican writer quotes the activist
Jayaprakash Nayaran to argue that India is “a
nation in the making”. His belief is that the
continuation of an archaic and diverse past in terms
of religions, ethnic groups, languages, and
traditions poses the biggest challenge to the success
of his country’s effort. According to Paz, this
political structure is essential to creating a
contemporary nation-state that can accommodate
the various ethnic groups and faiths that make up
the subcontinent. Inspired by both Western
modernity and the endemic values of the Indian
tradition, he actually seems to defend the
predominance of the former over the latter, seeing
secularism as the only option to guide India
towards modernity. That is why the word
secularism was later added in the constitution to
accommodate different believes.

However, even before the publication of
Vislumbres de la India, the revisionist perspectives
has questioned the inherent value of secularism in
the face of persistent ethnic conflicts, such as some
riots that took place in 2002 and the continued
communal tensions that exists in India. After all,
this is not a concept anchored in the vernacular
culture of Indian societies. The Indian writer Ashis
Nandy says that the hegemonic language of
secularism is an expression of “category
imperialism”, whose ethnophobia seeks to bury
cultural and ethnic heterogeneity under the mantle
of the modern nation-state, inexorably linked to
the development and scientific progress. (Nandy
66)

Behind the desire to secularize India lies the
idea of emulating the “Western man”, who seems
to have conquered his territory by having a
superior understanding of the relationship (or,
rather, the dissociation) between politics and
religion. The truth is that the religious communities
of India coexisted in relative harmony for centuries.
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In fact, all the communities together fought against
the Britishers. As Nandy argues, “perhaps the
everyday principles of religious tolerance in pre-
colonial India can renew its contemporary political
culture, rather than the bureaucratic dream of “de-
ethnicization.” (Nandy 112) Octavio Paz considers
it the only salvation see the diverse culture of India.

Behind all Octavio Paz’s judgments about
India’s immutable landscapes, absence of historical
awareness, crystallization of castes, impossibility
of forming a nation, lies the debate on modernity,
one of the main axes of his various essays and
poetic works. However, Octavio Paz sometimes
finds himself lost in the labyrinth of modernity. The
Mexican intellectual’s exhortations to modernize
India along Eurocentric models seem disconcerting
when listening to his incisive critiques of modernity
itself.

While our pre-Hispanic past is barely
perceptible in ruins and monuments, the ancient
civilization of India is a reality that encompasses
and permeates all social life, a mystical ballast that
prevents its modernization. Although the contrast
between hemispheres allows one to avoid
loneliness, the specific relationship between
Mexico and India is of full brotherhood. Sometimes
Paz consciously rejects orientalism and other times
he neutralizes it by “orientalizing” himself.

Thus, the author distances himself from the
prejudices that prevail in Vislumbres de la India by
recognizing his own exoticism and equating both
in interspersed reflections. The ambiguity of the
religious pilgrimage that he observes in “Cochin”
is enough to dissolve both hemispheres for an
instant.

Paz was so aware of his orientalism that he
chose to use it as an instrument, which allowed
him to nurture his creative spirit. He was guided
by both individualism and social fact. He himself
says that Vislumbres de la India might help in getting

answers to several questions like “How a Mexican
writer sees, at the end of the 20th century, the
immense reality of India?”. This reaffirms the idea
that this work is about perceptions, chimeras, cities
of sand and wonder. Perhaps the desire to idealize
the subcontinent meant that the meta geographies
into which the world is divided are so deeply
rooted in our imagination that, at this point, it is
impossible to demolish them. So, it is easier to build
on them and go through them from beginning to
end. As Paz said when receiving the Nobel Prize,
modernity is not found in one hemisphere or the
other and does not lie in one time, but in all.
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Abstract:
In any country, for the development of an

economy banking sector plays a major role.
Banking sector of the nation fulfils the credit need
of each section of the society and act as a centre of
nation’s economy. Before the bank term introduced
in the world specially in India there were Sahukars
and Zamindars are the persons who act as an
indigenous bank. They provide finance to the
person who is in the need of money in exchange
of some security as mortgage also they charge high
interest rates that became a heavy burden for
borrowers. Charging High interest rate becomes
the major disadvantage of this system as a result
in 1770 ‘bank of Hindustan’ introduced as a first
bank of India but this bank was liquidated in
between 1829-32. Further other banks are
introduced thereof. In the times of COVID-19
banking sector has faced many challenges. This
pandemic has made banking system inoperative
for borrowers and business units. This pandemic
results in major decline in profits of business units,
loss of the job of individuals, decline in sales and
many more problems. For banking sector, it is more
difficult to tackle the situation such as shortage of
employees, digital way of banking, making
customers more aware about products and deals
etc. Pandemic creates requirement of finance by
the general public which leads to increase in loans
and borrowings in banks. It was an ethical duty of
banks to protect their employees and customers
from this virus spread. This paper will focus on
the changes made in the existing policies as well
as new policies which are introduced due COVID-
19. This paper will also try to generalise the impact
of pandemic on banking sector of India. After that
it will propose some useful suggestion for banking
sector to deals with this situation. The Indian
banking system has added various measures to
make banking sector highly operative and effective

during pandemic, the study also explains these
various measures.

1. Introduction

great depression.The Corona virus disease first
time identified in Wuhan , the capital of Hubai
China in December 2019 and spread to the overall
world.After observing its infection and increase the
rate of death World Health Organization declare
as Pandemic on 11th March 2020.As seen current
situation India is Widely affected from Corona
virus. According to WHO currently confirmed
cases of COVID-19 have been 7,273,958 reported
in the World including 4, 13,372 deaths. In India 1,
37, 448 active cases of COVID-19, out of that 8,102
deaths declared as a government of India. Total
world go into recession from COVID-19. In india
its impacted all the sector .Continuously rise in
unemployment, High stress incurred on supply
chain management. Completely decreased the
Government revenue. Suddenly downfall in
Hospital and tourism industry. Reduced in
consumer buying activity. Drastically reduced in
fuel consumption activity. Big companies in India
like TATA Motors, BHEL, Aditya Birla, Larsen and
Turbo reduced their Industrial operation. Indian
Banking sector get affected from Corona Pandemic.
Banks get outbreak due to novel Corona Virus.
Borrowers and Industries face the dangerous
problem like job losses, slowdown in sales and
decreased in the profit as virus spread in overall
India. Banking customer wanted some financial
relief and Reserve Bank of India encouraging
national banks to provide the relief by framing
good banking policies towards customer. For
security issues amongst employees it was decided
to give facility for employees to work from remote
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areas. World health Organization (WHO) has
advised people to use contactless payment and
avoid handling banking note as much a possible.
As it was found that Corona virus live in Banking
Notes for days and accelerating spread of the
decease. One of the good reform started in India
due to Corona virus is banks are anticipating this
shift towards Digital Marketing. Now in India
people rely on Online Banking, Telephone Banking
and call center. HSBC Banks in India started
working by dividing the people. At Bank level
problem of Non Performing Asset has increased.
Spike Increased on NPA in India. Currently NPA
rate in India similarly to china like 2% but the credit
costs ratio could be worse. Indian Banking System
converted from stable to negative ,as continuously
disruption in economy activity caused by the
COVID-19 pandemic and an decline in asset
quality. From the research it was known that
quality of the asset continuously goes down from
corporate Small and Medium Enterprises (SME) ,
and retail segment for lending to pressure on
profitability and capital for lenders. Reduced
productivity and lockdowns have already started
to take a toll on the financials of the corporate
sector. Indian Banks face so many challenges due
to COVID -19 Pandemic. The total operating
environment is negative due to uncertainty
surrounding the severity and duration of Pandemic
and the associated effects on the India’s bank of
restrictions on economic activity. India’s Bank
already faced weak business and consumer
confidence. Global risk aversion has hit the Indian
Financial Market. Reserve Bank of India is the apex
body of India.RBI frame the monetary policy and
give guidance to all public sector and private sector
banks.RBI issue the Bank notes and keeping of
reserves with a view to securing monetary stability
in India and operate currency and credit system
in India.RBI maintain price stability while keeping
growth of the country. Reserve Bank Of India
announce COVID-19 Regulatory Package for all
commercial banks (including Small Finance Bank
, Local Area Bank , Regional Rural Bank) , All
Primary (Urban) Cooperative Banks / State Co-
operative Banks/ District Central Cooperative
Banks All All-India Financial Institutions All Non-
Banking Financial Companies (including Housing
Finance Companies). COVID-19 created crises in
India overall 1.5 trillion revenue loss.20 to 25%

reduction in refinery utilization. Fall in production
due to shutdown, import restriction and labor
unavailability.35-40 % reduction in refinery
utilization. Slowdown in  pharmaceutical sector
due to restriction in import. Closing the business
of small and medium dealers. Sharp decline in
renewable energy sector due to lack of competitive
price. Reduction and postponement in capacity
additions due to financial viability concern and
global supply chain disruptions. Government &
RBI are continuous in action mode for providing
relief to the people. Government has announce 1.7
trillion package for the poor people who needs
money for their livelihood and food security. Many
corporate employees lose their job due to COVID-
19 Pandemic. Government are continuously
forming economic measure and strategy so the
unemployment rate will reduce. Government has
also given instruction to many welfare agencies in
India for strengthening their self and to support
the society for upliftment.  Government  also give
concentration on municipal party. Grampanchayat
for knowing the root cause and find out the
solution for minimizing the problem. Government
also give emphasize on priority sector like hospital,
schools, service sector who takes loan from bank
and they need support for survival.

After collection of data from
the above mentioned destinations, it has been
scanned to understand and filtering the relevant
data for the research and with the help of scanned
data the right conclusion will be drawn for this
article.

• To study about the various policies introduced
by RBI during COVID-19.

• To explain the various measures taken by
Indian Banking System to make banking
sector highly operative and effective during
pandemic.

• Lastly, to give some markable suggestion to
banking sector to overcome the situation.

How does pandemic affects banking
sector?

I. Fund recovery from defaulters: The banks are
a safest source for raising credit and many of
the customers raised fund from banks but the
repayment does not take place on time during
COVID-19 period previously. The collection
ratio was around 90% but during this
pandemic period declined upto is about 60%.
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There is a pressure on the banks but customers
are not able to repay the debt on time due to
lack of money flow in the economy.

II. Decrement in the value of bonds and others
securities: In the pandemic period banks are
negatively affected as the general public are
not investing in the bonds and other financial
instrument because all of them lost their value
in this period and investing in these
instruments may result into heavy losses for
investors. Due to this whatever banks were
earning previously are not able to earn and
this result in further losses for banking sector.
Derivatives positions are also affected due to
this crisis and they also moved in some
unexpected direction and trading becomes
difficult.

III. Branch closure: Due to rapid spread of corona
virus branches of almost banks are running
with very less number of employees. So that
the revenue of banks is affected and this is the
reason for many banks to close their some of
the branches. Also the activities like deposit,
withdrawal, loans document collection and
other banking operations are affected by this
pandemic.

IV. Increase in credit demand: During COVID
period banks are facing the problem of fund
which they used to provide to public and earn
money in the form of interest. In this crucial
period the demand for credit/ personal loan
increased. The firms/ individuals require
additional fund to meet their requirement as
no other option left for them. So the banking
sectors are unable to fulfil the credit demand
for public.

V. Disruption of workforce: Banking sector
experiencing shortage of workforce due to
lockdowns. Banking staffs already perform
many duties for their customers. As they
cannot deny performing their duties but it is
a considerable risk to the health if they come
to the office due to pandemic. This leads a
disruption of workforce in the banking sector.

VI. Increased cyber-crime: In order to retain the
customers banking sector has no other option
left except digital way to communicate various
services they are offering or to continue their
engagement with the customer through
mobile or internet. By using this digital
solution for banking services, there are many
hackers who can send fake SMS and emails
to mislead innocent customers by collecting
their personal details and use it in their favour.

VII. Problem of documentation: Documents are
needed for opening bank account, card issue,
loan sanctioning and other financial services.
All these services been critical to process.
There are digital services take place in the
country to safeguard the economy but the
mentioned services cannot be fulfilled
through digital services, so there is a need for
physical verification and document collection
this become a problem for banking sector

VIII.Decrement in agency function of the banks:
Banks earns fee income through their agency
function also known as noninterest revenues.
In the COVID period banks are unable to earn
their non-interest income as there is a demand
for services reduces. People are not interested
in payment activities like premium payment,
EMI payment, factoring etc. In this pandemic
people are more focused on saving money
they used to pay less because it will lower their
economic income. Hence, banks are not able
to earn their fee income in this pandemic.

IX. Customer relationship and commercial
models: The pandemic have impacted banks,
banking system and on the bank customer
relationship. Banks are one who are customer
centric and are forced to use channels of
communication. This phase is complex and
bank need to address by demonstrating the
real proximity with customers. As customers
are not allowed to come in branches unless or
until something major happens. They have to
follow social distancing in the branches also
just because of this it will take long hours to
work done, and customers are preferring not
to go at branch ultimately this lead to
reduction in customer’s relationships.

Policy by Reserve Bank of India :
The Reserve Bank of India takes some measures

to provide some relaxation to the financial
institutions that are mentioned here briefly: -

I. Due to the pandemic RBI faces problems of
maintaining CRR by all the banks so, RBI has
reduced its cash reserve ratios (CRR) limit of
all banks by 100 bps that is up to 3% net
demand and time liability (NDTL) from 28th
march 2020.

II. The RBI reduces the requirement of minimum
daily CRR maintenance from 90% to 80% with
effect from 28th March 2020. And this facility
is available up to 26th June 2020.

III. RBI has given permission to their banks to
borrow overnight by decreasing the previous
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rate up to 2% into the SLR (Statutory Liquidity
Ratio), under the Marginal Standing Facility
(MSF). The above mentioned limit has been
increased to 3% immediately. This measure
was provided by RBI up to 30th June 2020.

IV. The reserve Bank of India has extended their
policies regarding rate corridor up to 65basis
points. Under the LAF (liquidity adjustment
facility) there is a change take place in reverse
repo rate which results in decrement of 40 bps
and increment in Market Standing Facility by
25 bps as compared to repo rate. For the
consequent expanding the LAF corridor, the
reverse repo rate reduces by 90 bps i.e. up to
4%. Increase in these rates, makes ease in the
shortterm volatility as well as bring stability
in money market.

V. RBI reduced its policy repo rate under the
liquidity adjustment facility (LAF) up to 75bps
that is 5.15% to 4.40% immediately. Also the MSF
rate and bank rate decline from 5.40% to 4.65%.

VI. RBI announces that the lenders could give a
moratorium of three months on their term
loans which is outstanding on 1st march 2020
to give relief for the middle class. These
changes are applicable on all commercial
banks, RRBs and also on NBFCs which
includes housing finance and microfinance

VII. The Reserve Bank of India also undertakes
Long Term Repo Operation (LTRO) which
allows further liquidity with the banks. This
can be done in the form of commercial paper,
non- convertible debenture and also in the
Investment grade corporate bonds.

VIII.For the borrowers, Lenders are allowed to
lend money after recalculating their drawing
power by decrement in profit margins. This
process is not going to decline the result in
asset classification

IX. There is also a three-month interest
moratorium permitted by all lending
institutions in concerned of working capital
interest says RBI.

X. There is deferment in NSFR (Net Stable
Funding Ratio) funding risk by banks to invest
their money in the stable sources of funding
which was supposed to be implementing by
1st April 2020 later postponed up to October
1, 2020.

Measures taken by RBI to tackle second wave
of COVID:

In the concern of Measures, the RBI eased their
lending and reconstructing norms for stakeholder,

small business entrepreneurs and MSMEs, as they
are highly affected by second wave of COVID. Also
priority sector facilities are provided for the vaccine
manufacturers and to the companies who provides
medical supplies to the hospitals during his
pandemic. Here are some other measures
mentioned below:

1. Term liquidity facility: For easily availability
of health services the RBI governor Mr.
Shaktikanta Das announces Term Liquidity
Facility of Rs. 50,000 crores. This scheme is
generally enforced to provide monetary
support to the entities which are engaged in
the business of producing vaccines, to help the
importers as well as suppliers of vaccines
related items also gives priority to the dealers
of medical instruments or technologies, to the
hospitals and medical dispensaries, labs,
oxygen manufacturers, to the suppliers and
importer of drugs and medicines for COVID
patients and for their treatment too. Under
this scheme all those banks are incentivized
who gives credit to those mentioned above
which will result in extension in these sectors.
The loans which are provided under this
scheme are considered as a priority sector up
to the repayment and maturity date
whichever is earlier. This scheme is valid till
31st march 2022.

2. Special long-term repo operations (SLTRO)
for small finance banks (SFBs): This scheme
is enforced specially for lending the micro,
unorganized and small industries. The RBI
governor said that to conduct special three-
year long term repo operations of Rs. 10,000
crores for SFBs. This facility is available till
31st October 2021 and also this will help them
with lending up to Rs. 10 lakhs per borrower

3. Prioritise lending by SFBs to micro-finance
institutions (MFIs): According to RBI decision
SFBs will lend MFIs as a priority sector
lending. This classification is done with a view
point of MFIs as they faced liquidity problems
during this pandemic. SFBs are allowed to
provide fund to small MFIs whose asset size
is up to Rs. 500 crores. This scheme is valid
till 31st march 2022.

4. Credit to MSME entrepreneurs: For the
extensive flow of credit to the borrowers of
MSMEs RBI proposed this scheme. This
scheme is firstly introduced in February 2021
which allows schedule commercial banks to
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cut credit disbursed to new MSME borrowers
from NDTL to calculate cash reserve ratio.
This exemption is allowed up to 25 lakhs and
this scheme was valid till 1st October 2021 and
currently extended till 31st December 2021.

5. Resolution 2.0 for individuals, small
businesses: The novel coronavirus in India
has led disruption in economic activity and
create a mess for borrowers which include
individuals, MSMEs, small businesses. Only
those are eligible to be considered under this
resolution 2.0 framework scheme who did not
avail restructuring under earlier framework
as on 31st march 2021 they will be allowed
exposer upto 25 crore. This scheme can be
invoked upto 30th September 2021 and must
be implemented within 90 days after the
invocation

6. Requirement of Rationalize KYC
compliance: In the view of the second wave
of covid-19 RBI rationalized some of the
compliance requirements for the banks and
other institutions which includes:
• V-CIP (Video based customer

identification process) is a new technical
instrument which is used for maintaining
KYC through video conferencing for the
new customers like sole proprietorship
firms, signatories thereof also the owners
of legal entities. This will make
improvement in periodic up gradation in
KYC.

• RBI focuses on the Encouragement of use
of KYC identifier for centralized KYC
registry for V-CIP and also encourage the
electronically submission of documents.

• RBI promotes the conversion from
Aadhaar based KYC verification to non-
face-to-face mode of KYC complaint
account.

• There must be more customer-friendly
option which includes the use of digital
channels for periodic up gradation of KYC
for their customers.

• Due to this current situation in our
country advise is given by RBI to all the
banks regarding customer account in
which the periodic KYC updating is due,
there will no restriction on it up to 31st
December 2021 until and unless any
emergencies situation occurs.

7. Relaxation in overdraft facility for state
governments: There are certain relaxations
provided by the RBI to the states, that

relaxation given in the maximum number of
days for the payment of overdraft is 50 days
previously it was 36 days and number of days
of consecutive days of overdraft is 21 days
earlier it was 14 days. This scheme is available
up to 30th September 2021

Suggestions for banking sectors:
1. Credit Management: In this COVID period

many consumers and businesses are run out
of cash this leads into lower business revenues
and employee layoff. This will cause in non-
performing assets/loans, as borrowers are
struggling to make payment of interest as well
as principal payments. So the banks should
take the following steps to mitigate the above
mentioned problems are mentioned below: -
• The banks must extend their credit facility

All government actions regarding banks
for COVID must be supported.

• Banks should prepare for their future
losses by maintaining sufficient reserves.

• They should focus on to digitalizing to
manage the demand for refinancing.

• They must initiate their own credit for
bearance and modification programmers.

2. Revenue compression: Within a few weeks
of the pandemic the market value in banking
industry fell to the lower than the fall that
occurs in 2008-09 recessions.

They are the different manifestations of the same
reality. The global consiousness akin to a mega
body. Nature or the the other forms of world are
like the various aspects of it. Brahman or the
knowledge is similar to the depths of the sea. But
it composition is unifirm and of the same matter
throughout.

In the words of Upanishads “Braham Satyam
Jagan Mithya”. This implies that the knowledge in
Hinduism prevents the mindless worship of the
natural elements due to blind superstition and fear.

On the other hand a place is
considered sacred in Abrahamic religions only if
some prophet, messanger or saint has resided/
visited there or interacted with God from that
location and this alone is the sole criteria.

Humanist analysis of a character
in literature involves examining the character’s
thoughts, actions and motivations within the
context of humanistic principles and values. Critics
often consider how the character’s choices and
interactions reflect universal human experiences,
emotions and aspirations. Humanism values
intellectual curiosity, critical thinking and personal
development. It explores a character’s intellectual
journey, self reflection and transformative
experience, evaluating how they gain insight into
themselves and the world around them. While
applying a humanist lens to a character’s analysis
a reader can gain deeper understanding of the
characters motivations, values and their place
within the broader human experience. It allows for
a nuanced exploration of the character’s growth
relationship and their relevance to the human
condition as a whole. This paper is going to explore
Sita through a humanistic lens where we will be
focusing on the novel Sita: Warrior of Mithila by
Amish Tripathi.

Mythological trends in Indian literature have
first been seen in two epics Ramayana and
Mahabharata.  Indian literature has many forms of
mythological characters and their portrayals are
also significant to contemporary Indian culture. It
is challenging to twist the fragile cloth of the Epic
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and then compose it to fit contemporary times. But
Amish Tripathi proved to be a professional one.
We can see his genius through the novels like The
Immortals of Meluha(2010) ,The Secret of Nagas(2011)
and The Oath of Vayuputra(2013) - collectively called
Shiva Trilogy, Ram: The Scion of Ikshuvaku(2015), Sita:
The Warrior of Mithila(2017)  and Ravan: The Enemy
of Aryavarta(2019) of Ramchandra series. Mythology
in India is perhaps the most commonly used and
valued in any century and genre. Indians in all
ages, periods and locations share their favourite
ambition to enrich their awareness of myths,
legends and folklore. Sigmund Freud says
“Everyone gains knowledge through widely
different sources, from fairy tales and myths, jokes
and witticisms, from folklore . . . sayings and songs
of different people and from poetic and colloquial
usage of language”. Present-day authors work
arduously to read and improve classic works so
that new audiences may be drawn in and
connected. Authors from the new generation,
including Ashok Banker, Ashwin Sanghi, Anand
Neelkanth, Chitra Banerjee Divakaruni, and Amish
Tripathi, have fun with mythology by fusing it with
fiction. With much effort, they attempted to update
Indian mythology. Many books tried to retell Sita’s
perspective particularly in times which specifically
pursue overall feminist perspective. One of the
most famous ones are Samhit Arni’s Sita’s
Ramayana, Devdutt Patnaik’s Sita: An Illustrated
Retelling of Ramayana, Volga’s Liberation of Sita.
However they all manage to role their stories inside
sita’s border as a sufferer, choiceless and as a
competent individual within the context of set
circumstances in which she finds herself. For the
first time we get the ‘new’ Sita in Amish Tripathi’s
novel. He said in an interview, “Of course! The
perception of Sita as a devoted wife is the one
which was portrayed in the 1980s or in
Valmiki’s Ramayana. I have portrayed her as a
warrior, a strong woman. Strength here doesn’t
necessarily mean physical strength. It means being
mentally strong as well, to have the ability to stand
up and face challenges. Sita, in this book, has
feminine power”( Times of India 2017). He made
an effort to examine Sita’s persona from a humane
standpoint. She is a producer and a destroyer in
this instance. She had an impact on not just her
own fate but also the fate of people around her
and the Malyaputras, her clan, who looked up to

her and worshipped her. Amish Tripathi’s Sita is a
sticky, skull-fitted, tempered, knife-throwing,
military strategist, and possessor of the skills and
knowledge necessary to be regarded as one of
India’s top statesmen and leaders.

In an interview with Akhila Damodaran for
Express Warrior Service, Tripathi said, “Sita-
Mithila’s Warrior is not a Devi’s Ramayana Sita. It
is lady Sita’s own stories. She is the lead character,
the hero and Lord Ram comes as a character in the
last half of the third part of the novel. I depicted
Sita as a warrior a powerful women”. The
conventional story of Sita is well known and
accepted but Amish’s Sita isn’t the usual Sita that
we heard of. She is Mithila’s Princess, warrior and
the Vishnu picked, who will wipe out any devilish
aspect in the universe like Ravan. At first Sita
appeared stubborn, but she eventually flourished
towards her responsibility. She confronts the
trauma bravely as her empire accuses her for the
fall when she offended her uncle Kushadwaj by
breaking the seal. When she fatally wounded a
young boy in the slum, her actions and behaviour
was called on check. At a very early age she was
assigned the responsibility of a tribe, her sister, her
father and the whole Kingdom, which she
managed very well. But while portraying Ram,
Amish was seen generating a new myth in which
men of contemporary culture dream of a powerful,
successful and hardworking women who stand on
their own feet not  just as a conventional spouse.
Here we can see Ram doesn’t want an average girl,
he wants a lady who can cause him to admire her.
“Ram didn’t want average women to wed. Sita, too,
is certain that Ram choses a Guerilla lady with
scarves to a fragile poor lady that was only
supposed to respect elegance. He needed a woman
through whom he could be obliged to bow his head
through appreciation”. Sita is also aware of this
fact that Ram would not want her as she said, “A
guy like Ram is going to value my scars, it is the
body of a warrior”(SWM 211).

Chitra Banerjee Divakaruni’s novel The Forest
of Enchanments (2019) rewrites the original Epic.
In Valmiki’s Ramayana, Sita experienced
marginalization and oppression and is a victim of
the dominant narrative of patriarchy. Divakaruni’s
Sita questions the taken-for-granted assumption
and perspective norms of the dominant narrative
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where she is a silent receptor. However, we see that
Divakaruni’s narrative deviates from original
where she refuses to accept the conventional story
of birth of Sita where she arose from the ground.
However in Sita: Warrior of Mithila, Amish tried to
depict the birth story of Sita to humanize her. His
description of the discovery is way more dramatic
than before. Baby Sita was not found in a furrow
while ploughing the field, but is rescued by Queen
Sunaina from the forest where she was guarded
by a vulture.

Sunaina was perhaps fifty meters away when
she noticed the bundle for the first time. The
vulture was protecting it from the pack of wolves.
It was lodged in what looked like a little furrow in
the dry mud.

The bundle moves.
‘By the great Lord Parshu Ram!’ exclaimed

Sunaina. ‘That’s a baby!’.
Sunaina pressed forward, rapidly goading her

horse into fierce gallop.
As she neared the pack of wolves, she heard

the soft frantic cries of a human baby, almost
drowned out by the howling animals(SWM 17).

This whole incident of rescuing Sita was
initiated by Queen Sunaina alone who found little
to no description in original story in Valmiki’s
Ramayan. But Tripathi’s narrative saw both
Sunaina and Sita as empowered female adept in
military activities and state craft. “While
representing Queen Sunaina, the author also
stresses the role and responsibility of the mother
in preparing the daughter for life so that she does
not “become woman.” Sita is shaped by Queen
Sunaina to become the fiercely independent
woman and courageous fighter that she develops
into. Not only Sita, but other women characters in
the novel like Radhika and Samichi have also been
assigned far stronger roles” (Tripathy 125).

Amish introduced Sita as valiant woman,
intelligent, powerful and adept in military warfare
who single handed combated the vicious militia
of enemy Ravan. She is portrayed as great archer
we read, “there were great archers who could shoot
arrows by relying on sound but very few who
could throw knives at the source of sound”(SWM
4). Tripathi’s Sita is given equal opportunities in
every area of life in accordance with women’s
rights. She received specialised instruction in

disciplines like history, geography, economics,
royal administration, combat, and martial arts. Her
guruvor Shvetaketu lauds her intelligence, realism,
and tenacity. In the post Vedic narrative, women
were not given rights to perform any religious
ritual but here in Amish’s narrative we find her
Guru Shvetaketu and the great sage Vishwamitra
engaging her in secret rituals so that she can defeat
the evil. Later we see that she leaves her Gurukul
and return to take over the reign of Mithila and
help her father rule the state after her mother’s
demise. “The sixteen year old Sita had been
administrating the kingdom reasonably well. She
had consolidated her rule by retaining the team
that had advised Sunaina, careful to continue
systems that her mother had instituted”(SWM 107).
Sita is portrayed as a capable female monarch with
strong decision-making abilities. She does not rely
on any man to lead her; instead, she proved herself
to be a capable economist and flexible politician.
She demonstrates excellent diplomatic skills, as
seen by the way she handled her uncle
Kushdhwaja, who wished to halt Mithila’s trade
and resource development. She not only handled
it diplomatically, but she also made sure that her
Kingdom would continue to develop sustainably.
She understood the value of safe drinking water
that could not be poisoned easily, so she had a deep
lake dug in the city. In addition, she set up, cheap,
permanent livable houses for slum dwellers. Amish
was successful in presenting Sita via a humanist
viewpoint through Sita’s action, critical thinking,
and strong decision-making abilities. The
conventional Sita envisioned by Valmiki and that
of Amish, who is more reflective, a wonderful
warrior and a brilliant diplomat on the one hand
and challenges her own decision-making and
intellectual journey through this story, are actually
very different from one another.
Conclusion :

In Amish Tripathi’s novel “Sita,” the author
offers a reimagining of one of the most iconic
figures in Indian mythology, Sita. Through a
humanist lens, the story explores the complexities
and struggles of a woman who defies societal
expectations and finds her own path in a world
filled with power dynamics, gender inequalities,
and personal challenges.

of exploitation since long time in different fields in
every sphere of life. There has been tremendous
paradoxical situation of Females in Indian society
. Not only  in  pre- independence period but also
in  post-independence period , the femalessuffer a
lot by the male dominance of the family and society.
They are some certain hidden forces that work
behind this notion. From time to eternity, efforts
were made to reconsider her identity in relation to
male as wife , mother , daughter, sister but tradition
trains a female to think herself as an inferior being.
Throughout the world various social norms in
some form or other deny females their right to
education, health services, economic opportunities
and political participation. They are common
victims and suppressive  as they don’t have the
economic and political power to fight against the
male’s supremacy . They are not able to speak out
their conditions  and to present themselves before
the world .The themes of Namita Gokhale’s  novels
reveal her keen concern for the self-identity
,exploitation and the condition or the position of
females.This  paper explores ‘A glimpse of
expedition of  females from the self  estrangement
to self-identity in Namita Gokhale’s  novels.  Paro
: Dream of  Passion (1984) and Shakuntala:The play
of Memory(2005) .The plight of the women is one
of the most debating issues in the Indian
subcontinent not only for its religious and
economical code but also for its opperession.
Many of the females characters  of her novels

search their self- identity to realise  their ability ,
inner desire and  short coming .The selected works
of Gokhale are an attempt to give the plight of
females ina very artistic and transparent manner.
Her portrayal of female characters are having very
distinctive and true reflection of the female’s
life.She writes a different point of view about
females lives , self-identity and sufferings with full
conviction.

Keywords:- Self-identity , exploitations,
conditions of females ,  secondary status of females,
Suppressive and sufferings .

“ ……Identity is a configuration aris-
ing out of ‘constitution given’
idiosyncratic libidinal  successful subli-
mation and consistent roles.”(116)

Since ancient time, Females have been
submissive  and subjective to slavery . They don’t
have their own identity because of patriarchy .In a
patriarchal society the female always remains
under the male dominance of the family and the
society . Females were hidden from the public and
they were not entitled to speak up and not aware
about their own identity and rights.They were
considered as puppets in the hands of male
dominance and the other high class members of
the society. Our social, cultural, economic and
traditional factors of society have become the
reason for female’s subjugation. That’s why females
have remained subjugated, silenced , oppressed
and tortured under patriarchal pressure. They are
considered as a property and a means to pleasure.
Female novelists stablished a peculiar style in

analyzing the problems faced by the females in all
around the world .Many Indian female novelists
have examined female subjectivity in order to
authorise an identity that is not imposed by the
male dominance  .The condition of females have
been very pathetic and miserable since ancient time
,even they were not  allowed to go out of the house
but were confined within the boundary walls of
the houses .In Mahabharata and  Ramayana  the
life struggles of Sita and Draupadi , the well known
female characters clearly demonstrate the existence
of male domination. Overall status of females in
this age were inferior in relation to that of male.
Living in a same society, same country, same
culture, they are tortured by masculine power, they
are deprived from their own rights as a human
being, they are insulted by the patriarchal society.
The female not only pre -independence period but
also post- independence period suffera lot and this
kind to leave the life of “the other”. They have been
suffering for a long time. Namita Gokhale  is one
of the famous novelists  in the Galaxy of Indian
English literature. She was born in 1956 in
Lucknow (Utter Pradesh) . When she was only
eighteen, she married with  Rajiv Gokhale. She is
the author of twenty one books  including eleven
works of fiction and editor of numerous
anthologies. She came to light after the publication
of Paro: Dreams of Passion in 1984 , Gods, Grave
and Grandmother (1994), A Himalayan love Story
(1996),The book of shadow (1999) ,Mountain
Echoes (1998) ,The book of Shiva (2001),Shakuntala
:The Play of Memory (2005) etc. She won many
awards as- Centenary Award 2017, Vally of Words
Award for Best English Fiction 2017, Sushila Devi
literature Award 2019, and Shahitya Akademi
Award 2021.She is well- read person, excels in the
craft of fiction . She raised her pen against  the most
burning issues such as self- identity, suppression,
exploitation, and liberation of females in Indian
society. She  creates a sensation as an Indian
novelist with presenting and writing about the
various aspects of females figures to seek their own
identities . “Identity is an urgent quest for Third
World Countries attempting to assert their
Individuality as nations and shed the yoke of
having been culturally oppressed  for a significant
period of their history.”(Wassef:75)

The female expedition for self identity
increment tremendously after Independence. The

icon of female is well known as adocile, submissive
, self sacrificing creature of the male dominant
society over the world. In other words, as being
imperative weak creatures frequently requiring the
protection of male as their masters. Bound by
occurrence and suppression of unfold miseries ,
every female facing problems in her life for
expedition of self-identity.In many of the cases it
leads them into pathetic condition and left bitter
experiences and the life went on worst. Many
Indian authors have focused on the self-identities
that happen in ancient time to till now.Self-identity
forms theunderlyingtheme of most of the Indian
English novelists, “Who are they?”, “Where are
they going?” are the perennial questions confusing
the Indian scholar.The expedition of self- identity
makes female’s condition very deplorable or
miserable. As a result her voice becomes an alto in
a chorus. Self- identity is defined as an perception
transcending the experimental and
occurrenceessence of self -conscious. It refers to
secureand conspicuousphase of one’s self-
recognition.According to Rupali M.Gaikwad-:
“Self identity as a term isdefined by the expert  as
the recognition of one’spotential and qualities asan
individual, especially  in relation to the
socialcontext.”(177)

The plight of females in the novels of Namita
Gokhale is very pathetic. Divergent factors of
female protagonists in her novels are exploitations,
inequalities, social boundaries and discriminations
. All factors be made up of quest for self- identity.
Inthe novels, Paro: The Dream of Passion and
Shakuntala: The play of Memory,She has depicted
the problems of female characters,Who suffer a lot
and facing problems for their seek of self-identities.
The novelParo: Dreamof Passion is a elegant
consistencyof quest for self-identity. As Namita
Gokhale describes in an interview that –  “My way
if looking as the world remains trapped in that
primary identity,once you start  loving hills , they
hold to you ……I suspect I am more of an anxious,
irritable sort of person in private.”

The theme of the novel is female’sinception for
innovation to do something fresh or new. There
are two main female characters in this novel are
Paro and Priya, facingtroubles to create their own-
identity. Both characters suffer a lot to search for
self identity and each individual is an unsolved
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mystery. Paro is a child of middle-aged parents.She
wasraped by her master when she is lived in
school’s hostel , if she would have complained
about this then definitely that person get punished.
And  this experience leaves apermanent alarm on
her psyche .She hurts herself, while looking the
mirror, she inceptionsher identity, and asked
herself, “who are you Paro?”In a strive to find the
meaning of self-identity. She feats herself and uses
sex as a weapon to obtain grip identity in the world.
She marries B. R., the owner of Sita Sawing
Machine. After sometime she moves towards
Bucky and again she develops an illicit relations
with Suresh husband’s of Priya. Her attraction
towards every manmakes her life very pathetic ,
in the end she realises that glamour and beauty is
not permanent inlife. She never follows the
traditions which are established for a female in the
society . It is the reason of herexploitation at many
times , she committed suicide and her quest for
self- identity does not end because she passes away
from the world. Priya , the narrator , belongs to
typical middle class family. She is the victim of
gender discrimination and could not complete her
college education. Shewants to make her own
identity.She always wants to literate herself from
middle class existence. As she says- “Suffused with
shame and contempt for the poverty and meanness
around me. I would vow to rise from that mine.”(14)

Suresh,Priya’s husband, who provides her all
possible pleasure but there is no emotional
fulfilment or attachment that’s why she says “men
are usually regard the female as a sex toy , seducing
and using them for his own purposes.”Priya was
beaten by her husband Suresh but she can’traise
her voice against it .This shows that she doesn’t
have power to fight against it.Paro and Priya want
to rise above their class and status and hope to live
life  on their own terms , no matter how many pains
and sacrifices they have to make in their  process
for self identity .There are so many abominable
incident or act which create their life on bad terms.
They both had faced a lot of problems and
sufferings since their childhood. Apart from the
main characters like Paro and Priya , Namita
Gokhale creates a pathetic condition of other
female characters like Ivy , Mary ,Anita and
narrator’s mother also .  They alsosuffer a lot and
facing many problems in their lives for self-
identity.

Like Paro: Dream of Passion, Namita Gokhale’s
other novel Shakuntala: The Play of Memory is a
elegant texture of quest for self-identity.
Shakuntala, the narrator or the main character of
this novel, struggle a lot and facing problems for
self-identity.The question of equality of female with
male has been raised here. Shakuntala is the victim
of perception since her Childhood and has a
expedition for self-identity. She loses her father in
her childhood. She lived in a village with her
widowed mother and brother Govinda. She is
veryaspiring girl and eager to see the world. But
she is pressurized to steer a life that rejects her
liberation. She is also neglected by her family. On
the basis of gender inequality, her mother always
discrimating between her and her brother. Her
mother always considers her to be burden on her
life.Once she makes mistakes, her mother cries –

“You wicked , heartless girl !”
“Were you born only to trouble and torment

me.”(6)

She was eager to get married in order to escape
from the bondage of her problems in her mother’s
house, where she could not seek her freedom. She
marries with Srijan , a widower, Shakuntala is the
third wife of Srijan. Soon their marriage was in
trouble when she discovered that shecan’t envision.
Her husband brought a lady named Kamalini from
his travel. She used to get angry to see that lady .
As during her childhood , she get angry when her
mother favoured her brother. But this betrayal was
wrist , she felt –    “I had know rage  before, and
ager ,when as achild……..I Screamed sobbed aloud
,  beating my head against the stone walls of the
temple like the kind of woman .I had no imagined,
I would ever become.” (58)

When her husband brought a lady from her
travel, she doesn’t oppose due to her submissive
figure and doesn’t have voice against it.This shows
that she doesn’t have her own identity, that’s why
she is facing a lot of problems in her married life,
and her condition became very pathetic.She is a
very curious character who has keen desire to quest
for self -identity. Her pathetic condition is described
in the touching words of S.B. Tiwari– “Human life
is suggested as a journey in the quest for self-
identity or emancipation from the miseries of
life………”(26)
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Pathetic experience of her childhood and
married life lead towards loneliness, and
sufferings. To create a new identity by discarding
her old name, she adopted a new name ‘Yaduri’,
the fallen one. Gokhale tells that every female
needs to her own identity.Shakuntala always
compares her present with past for seeking of self-
identity.

In both novels of Namita Gokhale, we find that
females have a secondary status in the male
dominant society. For seeking self-identities,they
suffered a lot in their lives. All the female characters
in both novels , facing many problems to quest for
self identity and want to make their own identities,
that’s only possible because of education and the
awareness of their own rights. They have to
become educated so that no one can exploit and
insult them. No one can assert their authority over
them because only education is the weapon that
can improve their condition in family and society.
If they are educated, then they can raise their voice
against the exploitation.In the words of Swami
Vivekananda – “Just as a bird can not fly with one

wing only, a nation can not march forward if the
women are left behind, men and women are the
two sides of a same coin.” Both of them completes
eachother and have equal rights.Therefore the
females ought to be respected and make their own
identities.
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Abstract -  Abortion has always been a topic of
controversy. The feminist approach advocate for
it as their fundamental right over their own body,
however, some may think it as morally wrong.
Recently the verdict of Supreme Court of India has
sparked this subject to be taken into consideration.
This paper gives an insight about landmark
judgment and amended sections of MTP Act and
rules. Also this article discusses about various
sections provided under India Penal Code for
miscarriage and specific sections of MTP Act.
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Introduction
Article 21 is enshrined in our Constitution of

India, which is known as ‘Magna Carta’ of our
constitution. This right gives every individual ‘right
to life and personal liberty’. According to Supreme
Court of India article 21 has wider scope than any
other right. The reproductive economy as a right
comes under article 21 of the constitution. To
eliminate inherent bias vested in 51 year old law
framed by the government, Supreme Court’s
judgment gives a better sight for tomorrow by
delivering socio legal judgments to set aside a rule
that was arbitrary and violative of human right as
women to control and choice over her own body.
Right to bodily dignity needs to be in frontline
when women seeks free and fair justice before
court of law.

Abortion Law and Policy around the World
Every law and policy has been made for the

safety and protection of human being as in the case
of abortion law and policy. It is simple and
irrefutable that this law has also been introduced
for the safety and protection of pregnant women
who were vulnerable to many kind of disease and
mishap happen during this period.

 In the landmark judgment of 1973 ‘Roe v. Wade’
The United States Supreme Court made abortion
constitutional right. The Court ruled that abortion
would be allowed up to the point of ‘foetal viability’
which means the time after which a foetus can
survive outside the womb. At the time of this
judgment delivered nearly 50 years ago the foetal
viability was estimated around 28 weeks (7
months) .

International Agreements and WHO
According to WHO death of majority of

pregnant women occurs due to unsafe abortion in
developing countries where abortion is restricted
by law. 330 deaths occur per 100,000 abortions. And
in Africa this rate is much higher in comparison to
other 680 deaths occur per 100,000 abortions.2

Most of the countries has ratified their
legislations according to changing times and
followed the international treaties and conventions
that protect the basic human right , right to life,
right to attainable standard of health, right to non-
discrimination, security of the person. According
to United Nations Population Division 1999 nearly
two thirds of countries allow abortion when there
is threat to the life of pregnant woman as well as
physical and mental health.

General remarks has been given globally to be
followed under the circumstances of abortion :

• Where there is threat to woman’s life
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• Where there is threat to the women’s physical
or mental health

• When pregnancy is the result of rape or incest
• When there is fetal impairment
• For economic and social reasons
• On request
• Limits on length of frequency
• Other limits

Under Indian Penal Code
Under section 312 to 318 of Indian Penal Code,

1860 provided for voluntary causing miscarriage,
injuries to unborn children, exposure of infants,
and concealment of births and punishment thereof.
Under section 312 to 316 , offences against person
in womb is provided and under section 317 and
318 offences against children is explicitly given.

Section 312:  it is given that with the consent
and within knowledge of woman but not in good
faith to save mother causing miscarriage is
punishable offence up to 3 years and fine. And if
the woman be quick with the child then up to 7
years and fine.

 Offender: Under this section offender can be
any person who is causing miscarriage, or the
woman herself who is voluntary doing it. And also
the person who aids and facilitates miscarriage is
liable for abetment of the offence of miscarriage
under sections 312 read with 109 of IPC.

Attempt: if there is attempt to cause miscarriage
but no abortion took place then it is also punishable
under sections 312 read with section 511 of IPC.

Exception: although if done by doctor or nurse
in good faith to save woman on medical grounds
then it is not an offence.

Here, it should be noted that in explanation of
section 312 of IPC it is provide that even the woman
who is causing miscarriage of her own with
knowledge and consent comes within the preview
of this section.

Section 313: in this section it is provided that
without woman consent any person who causes
miscarriage whether quick with child or not shall

be punished with imprisonment for 10 years and
fine. This is an aggravated form of offence which
cognizable, non-bailable and also non-
compoundable.

Here, this section differs from preceding
section, as it does not include the pregnant woman
herself and without the consent of woman the
offence took place.

Section 314:  this section specifically covers
death of pregnant woman caused by miscarriage
as punishable offence up to 10 years may extend
to life imprisonment and fine. And if miscarriage
done without consent of woman and in the result
death is caused then shall be punished with life
imprisonment. And also it is explained that the
knowledge that death would be caused is
immaterial under this section.

Injuries to Unborn Child
Section 315: whoever does any act with intent

prevent child to be born alive or does any act which
cases the child to die after birth, not in good faith
to save the life of mother shall be punished with
imprisonment up to 10 years and fine.

Section 316: when the pregnant woman is quick
with the child and any person does any act to cause
death of unborn child then it will amount to
‘culpable homicide’ as provided under clause 3 of
section 299 of IPC.

The Medical Termination of Pregnancy (MTP)
Act 1971 and MTP Rules 2003

• In Medical Termination of Pregnancy Act 1971
, clause (a) of sub - section (2) of section 3
permits the termination of pregnancy in the
case of pregnancy which does not exceed 20
weeks period. However in clause (b) of this
section permits the termination of pregnancy
where 22 weeks exceeds but not more than 24
weeks for the pregnant women as prescribed
by rules made under this Act.  The opinion
must be formed in good faith in this case by
not less than two registered medical
practitioners where the condition of pregnant
women would involve risk to her own life , or
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grave injury to physical or mental health. Also
there would be substantial risk of physical and
mental health to the unborn child if born .

• Explanation 1 to section 3 explains that where
grave injury caused to mental health due to
failure of any device or method used by
female or male partner for preventing
pregnancy and because of that pregnancy
occurs then it will come under clause (a) but
not clause (b).

•  Rule 3B of the MTP Rules evidently follows
clause (b) of sub- section (2) of section 3 where
the category has been given of women who
shall be considered as eligible for termination
of pregnancy for a period up to 24 weeks.
— Survivor of sexual assault or rape or incest
— Minors
— Widowed and divorced (change of marital

status during ongoing pregnancy)
— Women with major physical disability

(under the Rights of Persons with
Disabilities Act, 2016)

— Mentally ill women including mental
retardation

— The foetal malformation that has
substantial risk of abnormalities.

— In humanitarian settings or disaster or
emergency situations as declared by the
government for pregnant women.

The Landmark Judgment of Supreme
Court

Supreme Court bench comprising Justice D.Y.
Chandrachud and J.B. Pardiwala , held in the case
of  X vs. The Principal Secretary , Health and Family
Welfare Department & Anr. (2022)  where Delhi High
Court held that since the petitioner is an unmarried
women whose pregnancy arose due to the
consensual relationship with partner , therefore her
case clearly not cover under the categories of Rule
3B of The MTP Rules, 2003 as well as section 3(2)(b)
of The MTP Act ,1971 Where in this case Supreme
Court has held a different perspective as the clause

(c) of Rule 3B speaks of change in marital status
during ongoing pregnancy (widowed and divorce)
where High Court has taken restrictive view of this
provision whereas The Supreme Court has taken
purposive interpretation and held that the entire
context should be viewed with the scheme of the
MTP Act and also intention of the legislature. The
MTP Amendment Act (Act 8 of 2021) intended to
include unmarried women and single women
within the ambit of this Act. As the amendment
act replaces the  word ‘husband’ with ‘partner’ in
Explanation 1 of  clause 2 of section 3 of the Act
and taken a wider aspect.

Reproductive autonomy and bodily integrity
has been recognized by the statute. These rights
confer a woman to choice bear a child or not. This
right comes under the preview of Article 21 of
Constitution of India. A woman’s choice of
reproduction is integral part of her personal liberty.
In Suchita Srivastava v. Chandigarh Administration3

the SC has recognized reproductive choice as
dimension of Article 21 of the Constitution of India.
And also explained that there should be no
restriction whatsoever on the exercise of
reproductive choices of women to refuse
participation in sexual activity or alternatively the
insistence on use of contraceptive methods.

In the case of High Court on its Own Motion v.
State of Maharashtra4  the Bombay High Court
observed that ‘if a woman does not want to
continue with the pregnancy, then forcing her to
do so represents a violation of the woman’s bodily
integrity and aggravates her mental trauma which
would be deleterious to her mental health’. Further
HC observes that an abortion is carefully taken
decision of woman where she is obliged to take
care of members of her family with limited
resources and also carry the child whose welfare
is uncertain. Therefore, a woman’s decision to
terminate a pregnancy is not a frivolous one.

As in the case of S Khushboo v. Kanniammal5  the
Supreme Court has recognized Live-in
relationships. The Court observed that ‘Even in the
societal mainstream, there are a significant number
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of people who see nothing wrong in engaging in
premarital sex. Notions of social morality are
inherently subjective and the criminal law cannot
be used as a means to unduly interfere with the
domain of personal autonomy. Morality and
criminality are not co- extensive.’

The basic purpose of this Act by the Parliament
is conveyed by the Explanation 1 of the section 3
of the Act that whether a woman is married or
unmarried, it does not fail the very object of this
Act.

Conclusion
Under the Constitution of India Article 21 has

been enshrined as fundamental human right and
reproductive right comes within the preview of this
Article which is matter of life and personal liberty.
On September 29, 2022 the Supreme Court of India
ruled that single and unmarried female who is
pregnant within 24 weeks are also legally entitled
for safe abortion as married women. The Supreme
Court has taken a purposive perspective of Rule
3B of Medical Termination of Pregnancy Rules,
2003 and section 3 of the Medical Termination of
Pregnancy Act 1971 , where it has been given
‘change in marital status (widowed and divorce) ’
which also includes unmarried or single woman.
Also the legislature has amended MTP Act 2021

and changed the term ‘husband’ with ‘partner’
which surely indicates that it does not confine to
only marital relationship. The object and spirit of
the Act is to safeguard pregnant women and her
dignity and that could only be achieved through
the broader and forward- looking interpretation
of the law. The reproductive autonomy, dignity and
privacy of single or unmarried pregnant women
has a right of choice over own body to bear a child
as same as married women. The ruling comes as a
ray hope for women who are working women, sole
bread runner, who are in live-in relationship.
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Abstract:
To deal with sexual assaults and exploitation

over children, the government has established a
special law, POCSO Act, 2012. The said Act
sanctions every recognised offences of sexual abuse
against children by prescribing stringent
punishment keeping in mind the gravity of offence.
There is divergent progression of the Act to ensure
justice is prevailed. The medical examination of the
victim shall be done with minimum distress as
possible. The POCSO Amendment Act, 2019 was
enacted to enhance the punishment upto death
penalty and to curb child pornography. However,
the amendment seems to be arbitrary and vague.
Below stated are certain provisions of Amendment
Act, 2019 which the authors suggest to be arbitrary
and vague in nature.

Introduction:
Section 4(2) of the POCSO Act, which was

inserted by the POCSO Amendment Act of
2019provides for a classification that is
unreasonable and is in violation of Article 14 of
the Constitution.

Article 14 provides for the “equal protection of
laws”. It prohibits class legislation but permits
reasonable classification of persons or things.The
classic nexus test was set forth in the Anwar Ali
Sarkar case thus;

“In order to pass the test of permissible
classification two conditions must be fulfilled viz.

• That the classification must be founded on
an intelligible differentia which distinguishes
those that are grouped together from others
left out of the group, and

• That the differentia must have a rational
relation to the objects sought to be achieved

by the Act. The differentia which is the basis
of the classification and the object of the Act
are distinct and what is necessary is that there
must be nexus between them.” 1

This test laid down by the Hon’ble Supreme
Court in Anwar Ali Sarkar case has been reiterated
and applied in the subsequent cases dealing with
the issue of violation of Article 14 by the court. For
instance, in D. S. Nakara v. Union of India2, a
classification which was made between the
pensioners who retired before a specific date and
those who retired after that date was held
unreasonable by the Court and it was held
arbitrary. Thus, it was an infringement of Article
14 and as a result, the Rule 34 of Central Services
rules was set aside.

Before the POCSO Act was passed in 2019, the
punishment for committing penetrative sexual
assault as per POCSO Act 2012 was from seven
years imprisonment till life and also fine.The Act
of 2019 increased the minimum term of
punishment from ‘seven’ to ‘ten’ years by inserting
Section 4(1) 3 and also inserted two sub-clauses
toSection 4:- Section 4(2) &4(3).

Now, the new sub-clause (2) inserted by the Act
provides punishment for the offenders who
commit penetrative sexual assault on a child below
sixteen years of age. It is pertinent to note that the
minimum term of imprisonment (twenty years) has
also been increased under this newly inserted
clause.

By inserting this sub-clause (2), the legislature
makes a classification between a child who is below
sixteen years of age and a child who is above the
age of sixteen, but below eighteen. However, the
legislature has defined a “child” as ‘any person
below the age of eighteen years’, for the purposes
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of this Act. Thus, the above classification should
be a reasonable classification since it has been made
within the same group, i.e., ‘children’.

There can be no intelligible differentia in this
classification. The differentia in this classification
is vague, since there is an uncertainty in
determining the age of maturity factor. For
instance, A seventeen-year-old child may have the
same maturity as a fifteen-year-old one and in some
cases, it may be the other way around. At times,
some may attain maturity at the age of nineteen
only, whereas some may attain maturity at
seventeen itself. A fifteen-year-old child can appear
like a nineteen-year-old one.

It is to be noted that the differentia must have
a rational relation to the objects sought to be
achieved by the Act. The object of this Act is to
protect children from the offences of sexual assault,
sexual harassment and pornography and provide
for establishment of Special Courts for trial of such
offences and for matters connected therewith or
incidental thereto. Hence, the main objective of the
Act being to protect the children, this differentia
in no way has a nexus to the objects sought to be
achieved by the Act. This classification gives way
for the thought that raping a child below sixteen
years is a graver offence, whereas on the other hand
raping a child of sixteen or seventeen years of age,
who may have the same maturity as some children
belonging to the other class is not considered to be
a graver offence. This classification thus, is
unreasonable and hence violative of Article 14.

Also, the newly inserted sub-clause (3) states
as “The fine imposed under sub-section (1) shall
be just and reasonable and paid to the victim to
meet the medical expenses and rehabilitation of
such victim.” It is pertinent to note that the newly
inserted clause (2) also provides for the payment
of fine in case of committing the offence, but the
sub-clause (3) does not speak about the fine
imposed by Section 4(2). Is it not necessary that
the fine imposed under Section 4(2) should be
reasonable and should it not be used for the
rehabilitation of the victim?
Analysis
Sexual Harassment

Section 11 and 12 of the POCSO Act provides
for the provisions regarding sexual harassment

and punishment therefor. Section 11 states as “A
person is said to commit sexual harassment of a
child when such person with sexual intent…” Also,
it has been provided that any question which
involves “sexual intent” shall be a question of fact.
It is an ascertained fact that y well known that the
question involving intention is very difficult to
prove before the Court of law. Also, there arises a
question whether an offender performs the acts
listed in Section 11 without sexual intention, will
it not amount to sexual harassment? Even Section
354A of the Indian Penal Code, which describes
Sexual Harassment does not use the term “sexual
intent”, since it is not a mandatory requirement
for committing sexual harassment. Thus, the term
sexual intent creates a loophole in Section 11 of
the Act, which will favour the offenders.
Chaos Regarding The Understanding Of The
Life Imprisonment

The POCSO Act leaves behind some
controversies and confusions with regard to the
understanding of the concept of life imprisonment.
Sections 4(2) and 6(1) inserted by the POCSO Act
2019 use the words “imprisonment for life, which shall
mean imprisonment for the remainder of natural life of
that person”, instead of just using the term
“imprisonment for life” as in Sections 4, 6, 14(2),
14(3) of the principal Act. This new insertion of
words leads to a misunderstanding that the latter
mentioned Sections do not provide for the
punishment of life imprisonment for the remainder
of natural life of that person. It is not necessary to
mention in a provision that life imprisonment
means imprisonment for the remainder of natural
life of that person, because it deems that the other
existing provisions that do not mention so, do not
mean the same.

Section 53 of the Indian Penal Code provides
for the imprisonment of life. Imprisonment of life
means a sentence of imprisonment running
throughout the remaining period of a convict’s
natural life, unless it is commuted or remitted by
competent authorities. 4 ”Imprisonment of life is
not equivalent to 14 years or 20 years of
imprisonment. There is no provision either in the
IPC or the Code of Criminal Procedure whereby
life imprisonment could be treated as 14 or 20 years
without there being a formal remission by the
appropriate government. He can, however, be
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released if the appropriate government passes a
separate order remitting the unexpired portion of
his sentence.” 5

While the Courts in India has been reiterating
upon the question that the term imprisonment for
life means the imprisonment for the remainder of
natural life, inserting provisions such as Sections
4(2) 6 and 6(1) 7 bearing such words, is very much
likely to disregard the punishment of life
imprisonment. It also loses its deterrent effect since
the offenders punishable under Sections 14(2) 8 and
14(3) 9 will use this as a loophole and escape from
their original sentence of life imprisonment.

Also, one more important point to be noted in
this regard is that, is it possible to calculate the
term ”One half of life imprisonment”? Section 18 10 of
the Act provides for the punishment for attempt
to commit an offence. It provides that the
maximum punishment shall be a term which may
extend to one half of the imprisonment for life. It
may be 20 or 30 years or any term which is not
fixed. Not fixing the maximum term of
punishment, it leaves to the judges to decide upon
it. This term ‘one half of life imprisonment’ is
uncertain. It leads to many possible interpretations
for fixing the maximum term of punishment and
hence the provision is vague and is therefore
violative of article 14 of the constitution.
Including Death Penalty As A Punishment

The new amendment made in the Act by the
POCSO Act 2019 has in fact reduced the deterrent
effect by including death penalty as a punishment.
Section 6(1), which was inserted substituting the
Section 6 of the principal Act provides death
penalty as the maximum punishment for
aggravated penetrative sexual assault.

The introduction of death penalty might be
even more problematic in such cases where the
offender is a family member of the victim or the
survivor. As per the National Crime Records
Bureau (NCRB) report crime in India, 2016, 94.6%
of cases registered under rape with penetrative
sexual assault against children were committed by
the people known to the victim. Seeing in a realistic
perspective, there are very remote chances in cases
where a child is sexually abused by family member
or a relative, they will come forward and register
a complaint, knowing that the complaint will lead
to death of the person concerned. Thus, there is a

high possibility of lesser number of cases being
reported. The introduction of death penalty might
also increase the chances of high rape and murder
cases, since the disclosure of sexual act by the
survived victim can lead to death penalty.

Further, as stated by the Law Commission’s
2015 report on death penalty, there is no empirical
evidence exists to suggest that death penalty has a
deterrent effect over and above life imprisonment.
Are Sections 29 And 30 Of The Act
Constitutionally Valid?

The provisions of §29 and §30 of the POCSO
Act, 2012 are in violation of Right to free and fair
Trial guaranteed under Article 21, and are
completely in violation of Article 14.

i) The presumption is against the general
principles of criminal law: An accused is resumed
to be an innocent until proven guilty. The onus of
proving that the accused is guilty lies on the
prosecutor. This principle is based on the maxim,
‘EiIncumbitProbatioQui Dicit, Non Qui Negat’, which
means the burden of proof rests on the one who
asserts and not on the one who denies.
Sec.29 11 presumes even actus reus which is
fundamentally against natural Justice.

The presumption of mens rea under Sec. 30 12 is
unconstitutional. Although many other enactments
have similar provisions such enactments mostly
deal with white collar crimes or crimes where mens
rea can be presumed because of very nature of the
Act. Sec.106 of Evidence Act, 1872 itself would
suffice in such cases. However, in the case of
POCSO is an offence where mens rea is required to
be proved. Nobody may be able to prove that the
offender had touched a child with love and
affection and not with any bad motive beyond all
reasonable doubt.

Presumption of innocence is a fundamental
human right under various international human
rights instruments. Article 11(1) of UDHR reads
‘Everyone charged with a penal offence has the
right to be presumed innocent until proved guilty
according to the law in a public trial at which he
has had all the guarantees necessary for his
defence.’

ii) Sections 29 & 30 are in violation of Article
14: “In order to pass the test for permissible
classification two conditions must be fulfilled,
namely- The classification must be founded on an
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intelligible differentia which distinguishes persons
or things that are grouped together from others
left out of the group the differentia must have a
rational relation to the object sought to be achieved
by the statute in question.” 13 The classification,
however, must not be ¯arbitrary, artificial, or
evasive but must be based on some real and
substantial distinction bearing a just and
reasonable relation to the object sought to be
achieved by the legislation. 14 In the absence of a
just cause to the classification, the classification is
deemed discriminatory and ex facie are in violation
of Article 14. 15

The classification made in the Act is that the
offenders under the POCSO Act are treated
differently from other offenders by shifting the
burden of proof beyond all reasonable doubts to
the defence. This classification of shifting the
burden of proof as per Sections 29 and 30 of the
POCSO Act are completely unreasonable and have
no nexus to the object sought to be attained. Thus,
there is no intelligible differentia in the
classification made, thereby clearly violating
Article 14..

iii) Violation of Right to Free and Fair Trial
and International Human Rights: The fair trial is
the heart of criminal jurisprudence. 16 The right to
fair trial is a part of various international human
rights instruments. Article 6 of the ECHR 17, Article
8 of the Inter American Human Rights
Convention 18 and Article 14 of the
ICCPR 19 guarantee a right to fair trial as a human
right. The Supreme Court in the case of Jolly George
Verghese v. Bank of Cochin20 held that such
international human rights even when not ratified
can be read down as a part of the fundamental
rights guaranteed under the constitution. A fair
trial is a fundamental right which flows from article
21 of the Constitution. 21 Denial of the fair trial is
the denial of human rights. 22 Fair trial actually
means a trial in which bias or prejudice for or
against the accused, the witnesses, or the cause
which is being tried is eliminated. 23 These
principles of Right to free and fair trial have been
completely violated per se when a bias and
prejudice is created against the accused.

The provisions of Sections 29 and 30 of the
POCSO Act state that the duty prosecution is over
at the point of framing of the charges itself and

needn’t establish their case. Prosecution has been
defined in a plethora of cases “a criminal action; a
proceeding instituted and carried on by due course
of law, before a competent tribunal, for the purpose
of determining the guilt or innocence of a person
charged with crime” 24. ‘Prosecution’ is mentioned
as “Institution or commencement of a criminal
proceeding, the process of exhibiting formal
charges against an offender before a legal tribunal
and pursuing them to final judgment on behalf of
the state or government or by indictment or
information.” 25

From all these various definitions of
prosecution itself it is very clear that the duty of
the prosecution is done with mere framing of
charges and it is to the accused to prove himself
no guilty which is clearly in violation of his rights
to free and fair under Article 21. The case of the
prosecution cannot be allowed to rest on a
preponderance of probabilities. 26 The provisions
are clearly arbitrary against the accused, thus
affecting the Right to Free Trial guaranteed under
Article 21, and clearly violating of the provisions
of Criminal Procedure code as well. Thus, the
provisions Section 29 and Section 30 of the POCSO
Act are unconstitutional and needs to be struck
down.
Treating A Minor Accused As A Juvenile:

Section 34 of the Amendedact states that when
any offence is committed by a child as prescribed
in the provision, they shall be treated under the
Juvenile Justice Act, 2015 and accordingly any
question regarding to the age of the person is in
dispute, it would be determined by the Special
Court. 27 On perusal of the above section, it states
that if any child who is less than 18 years commits
any offence mentioned under the Act shall be dealt
under the Juvenile Justice Act and the age aspect
of whether he is a minor or not is a question of law
to be answered by the Special Court.

By virtue of it, when a minor accused has
committed a sexual offence, the Court would look
on to the questionas to whether he shall be treated
under the Juvenile Justice Act or POCSO Act. This
is done on the basis of questioning the age of the
accused, but the assault committed is never taken
into consideration. As a result, minors who commit
heinous crimes are not punished for the gravity of
offence which they have committed. In the

infamous Kathua Rape case, wherein an 8-year
innocent girl was kidnapped and raped by 8
accused, of which six of them were found guilty
and one has been acquitted on benefit of doubt and
the other accused who was a minor, was tried
under Juvenile Court. It is pertinent to note that,
the investigators state that on 10th of January the
girl was kidnapped by the juvenile and later on
the very same day, she was brought to the temple
and was raped by him, and it is also found that the
juvenile had strangled and smashed the deceased
face with stone which caused the death. The most
notable part is that the juvenile accused who is the
prime accused has not been punished for
committing such heinous crime, “half justice” was
only given for the deceased’s family. But till date,
the remaining accused are yet to be hanged and
the judicial process is dragging, with various
petitions put forth by the accused.

Even in the Nirbhaya Case, the juvenile who was
the main reason for the death of the deceased, as
he had hit her with iron rod, was treated as juvenile
and was given an imprisonment of three years,
now he is working as a cook in some southern part
of the nation. Even though it is an undisputed fact
that the juvenile’s action had also led to the rape
and death of the deceased, they are being protected
with the shield that he is a juvenile. This shield
should be broken and any accused who may be a
minor who has committed any sexual offence,
should be treated as an adult, for the justice to
prevail.

Section 34 of the Act, shall be in such a way
that, when any minor being an accused who has
committed a heinous crime, he shall be treated as
an adult by virtue of his act and shall be given
extreme punishment. The aspect of treating the
accused as a minor under the Juvenile Justice Act,
because of the age factor is not acceptable. This
fallacy under Section 34 shall be amended in such
a way that it helps in achieving the object of the
code and for ensuring that justice is given to the
right person.

Conclusion:
It is true that loopholes can be created however

good and efficient the law is. The POCSO Act is a
comprehensive law which was initiated to protect
the children from sexual abuse and exploitation.
Considering the welfare of the people, legislature

is making laws, and in no way would the intention
of the legislation would be to make an inefficient
and uncertain law. However, the amendment Act
is arbitrary and is against the fair procedure of law,
at certain points it is favouring the offenders. The
authors view that certain provisions of the
amendment shall be removed to procure law in its
unvarnished sense.
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Abstract:
The idea of Smart Cities evolved out of the need

For
example, it is argued that whatever smart city may
mean, not all spaces of the city will be equally
smart. I mean that some places, people, and
activities will have privileges over others. In the
21st century, cities compete globally to attract both
citizens and businesses. A city’s attractiveness is
directly related to its ability to offer the basic
services that support growth opportunities, build
economic value and area competitive
differentiation. Potential inhabitants, of both the
commercial and residential variety, are a
discriminating lot, and they are looking for cities

that operate efficiently and purposefully. They are
looking for smarter cities’.

Introduction:
The study area, Muzaffarpur city is known as

“The Land of Litchi” and also known as “The
Economic capital of north Bihar”. The study area
– Muzaffarpur is the district headquarter and also
the headquarter of Tirhut division. The city is
almost located in the heart of the Muzaffarpur
district. Muzaffarpur district is divided into 16
blocks and the study area lies in Musahari block.
In 2015, to cope up with the challenges of
urbanization, goaI has already been decided to
upgrade 100 cities as smart city. This mission
introduced in the form of a competition, called as
smart city challenge. First stage was in July 2015
when state nominated their cities for competition.
In august 2015, ministry of urban development
selected cities to participate in the competition and
compete against each other. City have more or less
flat topography with altitude of approx. 56 m
above the mean sea level. The general slope of the
town is towards south and having natural slope
of 3.5 feet per mile (Muzaffarpur, City sanitation
plan, 2010). City’s wastewater drained in three
zone; towards Burhi Gandak (in north), towards
Furdoo nallah (in south) and towards Brahmpura
lake. However, water logging is common in low-
lying area during raining season. Heavy rainfall
also raises the water level of Burhi Gandak, which
occasionally results as flooding.
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Geographical Location:
 The study area is geographically situated on

the southern bank of the Burhi Gandak River and
located 26°07  north latitude and 85°27  east
longitude. The study area occupies an area of 26.68
kilometer square (2668.44 Hectare). It covers 0.84%
of the total area of the Muzaffarpur district. It is
the fourth most populous city in Bihar.
Muzaffarpur is located in north central part of
Bihar, which is 70 km away from the state
capital,Patna and it is district administrative
headquarters of Muzaffarpur district. The city is
only class-1 town 9th  in entire district
(Muzaffarpur,City sanitation plan, 2010) and third
largest city in Bihar after Patna and Gaya.
Geographically city lies between the Burhi Gandak
River in north and Furdo Nallah in south.

However, cities are not capable to bear
exponential growth in population and due to
which they forced to live in inhuman condition.
Such migrated live within small space, resulting
in ghettos (often refer as slums or congested
housing), where it is difficult to provide basic
sanitation facility and pipe water supply. For cities
to perform according to its potential, vibrant city
system is required, including in service
infrastructure. Appropriate standard and size is
required for performance and quality of service.
The disadvantages with the city is it had not been
as per rising urban population, which makes
situation worse. Situation became more seriously
when ULBs are not able to provide basic services
and over shadowed the positive side of
urbanization. The stable southern bank has
provided a permanent site for development and
expansion of Muzaffarur. The whole area south of
the river bears imprint of shifting courses of rivers.
The river Burhi Gandak is wide near Muzaffarpur
town. It is characterized by meandering courses,
sand bank and sand bars and abandoned channels.
The highest flood level of the river is higher than
the general level of the city hence protective wall
has been built to protect the city from floods from
the north. Flood in the south are similarly checked

by the railway track near Ram Dayalu and also by
the newly constructed new bye-pass road further
south of the bye-pass road.

Sometimes the river bank acts as a promoting
factor for the ideal location of towns. In the case of
Muzaffarpur, this was true in its early stage of
growth. Now it is an inhabiting factor because of
the restrictions it imposes on the future expansion
of the city.

The drainage Structures Muzaffarpur
originally constructed by PWD in 1895 to allow
flood from river BurhiGandak. In due Course of
time, these structures are being utilized as both
sewage and storm water drains for which functions
they were never designed. As a result even the
limited drainage system of Muzaffarpur has never
functioned properly. So the life of Muzaffarpur city
becomes hell due to stagnation of drainage water
on the road. The traffic movement is hacked and
water enters into the shops and houses.

There was a clear expectation from the
citizens that these advantages should be leveraged
to facilitate new businesses and innovative
ancillary industries that provided local
employment opportunities. Muzaffarpur is
plagued by water logging, congestion, haphazard
growth, neglected natural assets like the river and
lake, lack of public spaces and rising crime. In the
last 3 years, some of the noteworthy initiatives at
city level under implementation include increase
in energy availability and reduction in outages;

Muzaffarpur faces various problems like traffic
congestion, crowding of people, air pollution,
scarcity of resources, problems of space, garbage
problems, lack of greenery, cleanliness, lack of
affordable housing, unplanned and unhapazzard
growth and development of city and sub-urban
areas, informal real estate markets, lack of
infrastructure, inadequate transport facilities, poor
sanitation, poor electricity supply, crime,
inadequate clean water supply, economic, rural to
urban migration, political and technological
problems poor governance arrangements, etc. are
leading the urban citizen’s life unhappy.

Table 1 clearly indicates that residents of Patna

are most concerned about solid waste
management. 33.75 percent of the total population
had told the surveyor that the city cannot be treated
as smart unless the solid waste management is
taken care of. Solid waste management will be very
difficult for the administrator if citizens litter in the
roads or do not segregate different types of solid
wastes.8

Patna smart city are already seeing a significant
shift in focus and planning towards such housing
projects. With the infrastructure status tag, this
segment of housing is only bound to grow. Rapid
urbanization has led to a severe housing shortage,
especially for the middle and low-income groups.
This is especially because the focus on EWS
housing has always been less and government
oriented. Typical problems arising from growing
urbanization like strained infrastructure and
limited land banks has further put constraints on
affordable housing. Given the facts, there is a huge
gap between actual supply and demand for
housing in India both.9 The city of Patna has
developed on the elongated levee of river Ganga
which has provided a favourable base for the
expansion of the city in the east-west direction. It
also has the advantage of central location between
the most fertile plain of North Bihar and South
Bihar. Patna Junction lies on the main rail route
connecting Kolkata in the east and Delhi in the
west. Portion of North and South Bihar are
connected by a network of railways and roadways.
Due to rapid urbanization caused by rural-urban
migration, multi-dimensional development had
taken place in Patna. This has changed the urban
land- use and morphology remarkably during the
last 40 years. Vast agricultural land have been
converted into residential areas and open spaces
inside the old settlement have been change to
multi-storey apartments.

Beyond the increasing population, congestion
and upheaval in Patna, preparations are on to settle
a new Patna i.e. Greater Patna. Residential areas,
officers, colonies and everything in key sectors
have to be built in the same manner as new cities
are built in metros. First of all, let us give you
information about the villages and towns coming
in Greater Patna, so that it is easy for you to
understand the plan, then the maximum area in
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Greater Patna will be of Maner block, four hundred
and eighty acres of land in this block will go to the
part of Greater Patna. Forty nine villages will be
included. This road will complete the journey from
Patna to Delhi in just eight hours and the journey
from Patna to Bihta in just twenty minutes.
Similarly, more than 30 percent work of Patna Ring
Road has been completed, whereas from
Daniyawan to Kanhauli and from Kanhauli via
Sherpur.

Several nodes of High Value Touristic
Importance have been developed along Gandhi
Maidan; and one of them is Golghar, which has its
own admirers. The other is the newly built
“Sabhyata Dwar” on the banks of River Ganges
adjacent to International Convention Centre. The
star rated hotels on the southern side of Gandhi
Maidan add magnificent urban skyline to the
area.10 BISCOMAUN tower, the tallest building in
Patna, with office complex housing the office of
Patna Smart City Limited as well and a roof top
revolving restaurant lies on the western side of
Gandhi Maidan; adds to the public realm of the
area.11

The road on the western side of Gandhi Maidan
is appropriate to be developed as a public
placemaking, and can be developed as a Happy
Street or pedestrian paradise during evening hours
by restricting the traffic movement, to some extent,
which otherwise during the day hours can continue
to be used by office goers and students. The
objective of the project is to develop the Road
between Maurya Hotel and Children Park
(adjacent DM’s residence) in Patna as Happy Street
for public place making.12 Developing the road
stretch as a Happy Street is intended to provide
the pedestrians a space, which can offer a realm of
activities with designated spaces for food vendors,
street scalping etc.

The smart city proposal of each shortlisted city
is expected to encapsulate either a retrofitting or
re-development or Greenfield development model,
or a mix there of and a Pan-city feature with Smart
Solution.13 It is important to note that pan-city is
an additional feature to be provided.

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Abstract
The Corona Virus pandemic of 2020 brought

to light a practice that most people weren’t aware
of: a global propaganda and disinformation
campaign. When China started to wage this war
through media to try and change the narrative of
the origin and cause of the virus outbreak, many
started seeing through these strategies. This paper
delves into the practice and strategies of public
diplomacy for the Chinese government and its
connotations and thereafter its consequences. It
attempts to discover the varied tactics of the
Chinese in its efforts to create, build and manage
an image in the international political arena. And
in an attempt at doing so, this paper also tries to
determine the historical context, the motivations,
tools and most crucially the impact that it can have
and has had on international relations as we
experience today. This paper takes the timeline of
2008 to the present, focusing mainly on the current
scenario in order to contribute with updated
literature on public diplomacy policies of the
Chinese government. The main purpose however,
is to contribute to the awareness of this man-made
phenomenon. The ambiguity and the clandestine
nature of these types of policies contribute to
ignorance and a naivety which only helps the
purpose of these campaigns in its effectiveness. The
best way to defend ourselves against manipulative
policies such as the one witnessed in early 2020, is
to educate ourselves with the ability and covertness
of such campaigns. There are many more avenues
through which there is an effort to mend the image
of China in the international arena according to
what would help support their national interest
and many of them discreet. This paper therefore is
an attempt to organize a scattered and vast
collection of information on this topic to give an
overview and a big picture of the practice of a sort
of diplomacy not many are aware of.

Introduction
The Corona virus pandemic of 2019 that

creeped into 2020 and took over that whole year
was probably not what the Chinese government
was hoping would take over their narrative. China
had already been facing backlash and criticism
from the international community for their
treatment of the Hong Kong protesters who were
trying to stand up against the extradition treaty
that would allow criminal suspects to be extradited
to the mainland upon their discretion. The protests
were at its peak at November of 2019 and by
December, the outbreak of COVID in the Wuhan
city of China was in the news but still not in focus.
By February of next year however, the world
slowly started to grasp the situation as cases started
erupting in one country after the other, a little by
little the death toll rose and then eventually by the
11th of March the WHO declared the corona virus
outbreak a pandemic. Up to this point, the Chinese
communist party was not new to criticism over
internal governance and conduct in the
international arena, but this kind and volume of
criticism was unprecedented. Almost every
country has had to face the repercussions of this
pandemic and for many it has not only resulted in
the loss of thousands of lives but has also become
an acute socio-economic crisis which has engulfed
societies as a whole and left behind a shroud of
uncertainty about the future. The accusations
against the Chinese Communist party was that
they mishandled the crisis by covering up the
severity of the cases and not closing their borders
on time to stop the virus from spreading. They
were criticized for not controlling the wet market
from which the virus originated also that they
didn’t pay attention to this issue on time and close
off the city and country to restrict the spread.

As the country of origin of a huge global crisis,
China was understandably under intense scrutiny
and not just from the heads of nations, but also the
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publics of all the countries affected it. And so this
pandemic become a PR crisis for the Chinese
Communist Party; their image and reputation were
at stake and this could create ripples inside as well
as outside the country. They quickly then created
a campaign around deflecting blame, portraying
the management of the virus within the country
as flawless and themselves as the crusaders against
COVID willing to share their resources with other
countries and guiding them in order to defeat the
virus. All these messages were disseminated
through state owned media which then became
their main tool to reach the foreign publics and help
them in this campaign. What come to be the
undoing of this campaign however, was that
people could see through them as very obvious
disinformation campaigns rolled out in order to
completely change the narrative. This international
PR campaign therefore did not end up helping their
cause as they hoped it would and the international
society was suddenly made aware of the potential
of such campaigns. This, however is not the only
facet or the sole example of China taking the help
of such measures to further their objectives. These
tactics come under the purview of what is called
‘external propaganda’ for the Chinese government
and it’s a key component of their foreign policy.

When one conducts research on the area of
Chinese external propaganda, one often comes
across the word ‘Public diplomacy’. This term
refers to “any of the various government
sponsored efforts aimed at communicating directly
with the foreign publics. Public diplomacy includes
all official efforts to convince targeted sectors of
foreign opinion to support or tolerate a
government’s strategic objectives” (“Public
Diplomacy”, 2017). This practice revolves around
a variety of mechanisms that are carried out to
create effective grounds and foundations upon
which the relationship with other countries can be
beneficial to their national interests. Once source
claims that there are two main types of public
diplomacy. The first being a type of branding or
image creation, meant to help impact long term
decisions and perceptions, and the second being
advocacy wherein one clear agenda is pushed to
create foreign support on a matter (“Public
Diplomacy”, 2017).

For the most part, however, there still isn’t a
fixed definition for public diplomacy. There aren’t
any set rules or guideline with which these tactics
can be compared and analysed. Each country has
developed its own sense of public diplomacy with
respects to its aims, objectives and the attitude with
which they want to conduct it. Often times, just
like PR tactics, Public diplomacy tactics are meant
to be carried out behind the scenes, but for China,
they aren’t afraid to let the public inside and
outside their country know about their intentions.
In their case, they use the phrase “external
propaganda” instead of public diplomacy denoting
the attempt to create an awareness on the
achievements of the Chinese and of an entirely new
image of China in the eyes of people outside the
country (Kejin, 2015). Hence simply stating it
outright that the goal is not just to create good a
relationship with other countries, the goal is to
create an image of China and the Chinese
government according to what suits them best and
will reap them more benefits.

Another concept that is very important to this
topic is image creation, management and also
branding. These are all terms that are often
associated with public relations and hence with
maintaining a certain favourable image in the eyes
of usually a domestic public about either a famous
individual, company or an organization. In the
same lines, on a bigger scale, countries also need
to keep up with an appearance just so that the
foreign policies of other countries, which are in
control of those foreign publics, acct in accordance
of their national interests and overall harmony in
their relationship. In many of the instances, the
public diplomacy policies aren’t too extensive, but
In China’s case it’s not just used to maintain a
positive image and brand, it can also be used to
change the narratives.

The control over narratives is an important facet
of this discussion to hold on to because often times
it can be what differentiates the practice of public
diplomacy in general from the practice of external
propaganda in China. Just as the branding of an
organization or a person is maintained for desired
results in the practice of public relations, one can
assume that China is embracing similar tactics to
advance their foreign relations and affairs with
other states. Keeping the ethics of such actions
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aside then, should we be calling these tactics
propaganda or just public diplomacy? There are
scholars who say that there is a clear difference in
what is known and accepted as public diplomacy
and that of propaganda. The component of
manipulation can be leveraged into finding a
difference between the two. In that the
connotations of propaganda are that they can use
any means necessary to achieve their purpose and
that public relations is a “gentler propaganda”
which mostly targets proactive consumers instead
of the general public along with the fact that it
doesn’t use information that are too far from the
truth (Snow, 2012). This paper assumes that there
is a difference in public diplomacy and
propaganda. In fact, this paper will be based on
this assumption and will use as a foundation to its
arguments.

Considering that propaganda and a
manipulation of ideas that don’t stand on the basis
of reality, is what the Chinese Communist Party
has already been accused of in their domestic
politics, it shouldn’t be too far-fetched to assume
that their external propaganda campaigns have
similar implications. What many don’t realise is
that China’s public diplomacy, though still at its
beginning stages, and sometimes ineffective, can
gain the ability to truly impact the international
political mechanism and tilt the international
public opinion towards the interests of China
through its multitier strategies. What this paper,
hence, is trying to do, is systematically display all
the layers to this practice and analyse the
connotations and consequences of these
campaigns. By laying down all the facts in an
organized way, this paper is trying to take the first
step towards creating the debate that China’s public
diplomacy strategies are extensive and have the
potential to do harm in the long run for the national
interests of other countries.

This paper aims to answer the question of what
does China and the Chinese Communist party do
to influence its image in the international arena.
And to answer this question, we will be talking
about the relationship between external
propaganda and public diplomacy in the context
of China, the historical connotations and
motivations behind it and the tools that China uses
for its public diplomacy policies. Ultimately this

paper delves into the analysis of the effectiveness
of these strategies and the impact they may or may
not have on the world political scenario.
Defining Public Diplomacy in China

The origin of the term ‘public diplomacy’ can
be traced back to a former U.S. diplomat Edmund
Gullion in the mid-1960s. It was coined in order to
create a distinction from external propaganda and
categorize the act of communication and
dissemination of information to audiences overseas
that could help create a more positive image of
their country and people in the eyes of the world
which then can be cashed in for their national
interest. Scholars say that public diplomacy hence,
has been there, but has been reborn as a strategy
and game played by all on the international stage.
China therefore, hasn’t been a pioneer in this
regard, in fact it can be said that they are quite late
in the game. Public diplomacy dictates the terms
through which foreign publics can be influenced
in order to broaden the dialogue between them and
allow them opportunities (Hessarbani, 2011).

China had not placed too much importance on
public diplomacy till around the time of the 9/11
terrorist attacks. Before that they worked on what
they called propaganda. They would call it internal
and external propaganda. This would imply that
the currently used mechanism is also propaganda
hidden under the disguise of a much friendlier
term, ‘public diplomacy’. There is however a
distinction between those two terms. Public
opinion is crucial to diplomacy and governance in
this time and age. This creates the need to inform
and persuade people about their foreign affairs and
policies and how these can affect the policies of
their own government. So, even though it might
use propaganda tools as a ploy sometimes, public
diplomacy uses a range of tactics and strategies to
communicate with foreign crowds in order to
establish a two way exchange of dialogue and ideas
and change critical perceptions into friendlier ones.
It can be equated more to a PR campaign which
tries to create and maintain an image or reputation
of an individual or a frim. Propaganda can be used
as a tactic to tackle a singular problem, but it isn’t
the holistic solution to an image issue. China has
been able to make this shift. China now has moved
away from one way communication directed at a
narrow audience on a single issue to creating more
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rounded campaigns that try to achieve an
overarching objective. Therefore, we can safely see
that they are indeed utilizing public diplomacy
strategies instead of just trying to use propaganda
as their only weapon.

It was only by the year 1989, that the Chinese
communist party realised that they had an image
crisis at hand. After the Tiananmen Square protests,
the international media and governments started
talking about the atrocities of the present regime
and condemned the severe crackdown on the
protestors by the government. Sanctions were
placed against them and public opinion of the
Chinese was brought down drastically. They still
hadn’t started relying on the practice of public
diplomacy at this point and tried to change the
narrative through traditional media outlets like
newspapers, leaflets and speeches by leaders. Then
the September 11th attacks changed the game
altogether. American public diplomacy campaigns
directed at the Islamic societies of West Asia started
to become more commonly deployed, prominent
and discussed. This then started the conversation
amongst Chinese scholars and government
officials to urge the government to also start
exploring this style of diplomacy. The government
had started to heed the advice by the year 2003
when a lot of incidents happened in tandem. Firstly,
as soon as China realised its economic prowess,
China rapidly transformed from a low-profile
nation in the international arena to a more visible
and proactive participant in regional and global
issues. Second, the SARS outbreak that originated
from China became a widespread issue because of
which they quickly put together a spokesperson
system and got to work on building a public
diplomacy system from scratch. And then thirdly,
the then foreign minister, Li Zhaoxing held an
online press conference of sorts with the general
public wherein he answered 40 of the 2000
questions that were raised (Khejin, 2015). All of this
then led to the establishment of the division of
Public Diplomacy department under the Ministry
of Foreign Affairs in the year 2004.

Under Hu Jintao’s rule public diplomacy gained
more traction and importance in China’s foreign
policy. Successful events like the Beijing Olympics
of 2008 and the Shanghai expo demonstrated their
ability use these mechanisms to attract attention

of people from other countries. President Hu was
the first leader in China to openly acknowledge
that public diplomacy is crucial for their national
interests and growth. He made sure that the
narrative of the campaign promotes a politically
influential, economically powerful and yet morally
and ethically superior China to a global audience.
Since under the reign of President Xi Jinping,
however, China has become even more committed
to these objectives under the strategies of public
diplomacy. Other actors have also hence taken up
prime roles in this endeavour, for example the first
lady Madam Peng Liyuan, many new think tanks,
local and municipal governments and even
individuals and firms.

The objective of public diplomacy for the
Chinese communist party has always been
demonstrated as a will to “shorten the distance
between China and the world, to present a real
China to the external world as a country dedicated
to perpetual international peace and prosperity, to
eliminate the concerns, misunderstandings and
prejudices towards China, and to contribute to the
mutual understanding, trust and cooperation
between different countries.” (Khejin, 2015). But
when broken down, the actual objective of these
strategies are to firstly, optimize the opinions of
the world publics, second to boost their influence
and authority in global discourse and third to
legitimize their political system and public and
foreign policy decisions (Khejin, 2015). Growing
public criticism of China’s foreign relations and
strategy against Japan and the United States,
according to interviews with MFA officials, is a
strong catalyst for the ministry’s public diplomacy
efforts. As a result, the MFA employs public
diplomacy as a means of gaining support from the
general public, both abroad and at home, and
thereby enhancing the credibility of China’s foreign
policy as a whole. China national interests dictate
the need to iron out narratives that portray China
as a threat, an agent of neo- colonialism or as a
country that carries out social injustices and
restricts freedoms and China is doing its best to
completely refute these and put forth a nobler
image of what China looks and feels like.

As mentioned before, public diplomacy is a
more holistic strategy. It tries to tackle the issue in
more ways than one, in order to form a more
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effective offense and defence. For the purposes of
the paper and to simplify these different types of
strategies deployed in public diplomacy strategies,
we will be looking into four kinds of subsets of
public diplomacy:

1. Informational diplomacy: The broad range of
communication strategies to increase
awareness and spread misinformation and
disinformation for most parts, on their
policies, activities and values through new
and old media channels in order to create
sympathy and awareness.

2. Cultural and exchange diplomacy: To use culture
and individual values and connections to
create an awe and attraction as well as
compassion for their country amongst the
populace of another country or a region by
the means of events and far reaching and
influential institutions like the Confucius
institutes that promote Chinese language and
culture.

3. Elite to elite diplomacy: Events and activities that
create one on one and individual connections
and relationships between China and
influential individuals of one region in order
to promote their goodwill. In this way, they
can also align their interests, policies, priorities
and cultural values.

4. Financial diplomacy: Using the power of their
wealth and economy to establish a direct line
of either support or dependency that would
increase the chances of a positive relationship
between China and the country or their
people.

Informational Diplomacy
Amidst the growing attention and interest on

China’s domestic social injustice and territorial
issues, in an effort to shape global narratives, China
has been aggressively planning and intensifying
its own information campaigns. Official outlets and
traditional state media, like news reports and
diplomatic dialogues, are used to spread such
agendas, which are then reinforced through the
manipulation of social media platforms. Within
informational diplomacy, the tools that are
employed to spread manipulated and
advantageous information, explains the basis and
purpose of the messages. There are two main
platforms: old media and new media. Traditional

and official state media channels are through old
media platforms and new media would denote the
usage of social media.

In the realm of old media, the traditional and
the most utilized outlets are the Xinhua News
Agency, which is the official state run press agency,
China Radio International, China Central
Television, the official broadcast media channel,
and China Daily which represents print media in
this mix. And so as is evident, they have control
over all types of communication channels. China
has increased its investment in information
diplomacy through its state-owned media firms at
a time when other global actors have cut back on
public broadcasting (Yang, 2015). They see
information diplomacy as a way to tell their story
their way and dispel misconceptions about their
intentions. Even though they are relatively late to
the game of public diplomacy already played by
many countries, they have been trying to
compensate through the sheer quantity and flow
of these stories. News stories and content with
obvious support and narrative helping the
government can be distinguished from the rest of
the news and be found almost every single day.
But not only that, they have also been physically
expanding throughout the world:

• Xinhua has more than 180 news bureaus
around the world that distribute content in
eight languages.

• Over 70 international bureaus of China
Central Television transmitted programming
to 171 countries.

• With 32 overseas correspondent bureaus, six
major regional bureaus, and broadcasts in 64
languages, China Radio International (CRI) is
the world’s second largest radio network.

• China Daily publishes an Asia Weekly
magazine that is distributed in a number of
countries. (Custer, et. Al., 2018)

The case of COVID 19 has put a limelight on
the lengths that the CCP is willing to go to in order
to control the narrative. It has given birth to the
term ‘wolf warrior diplomacy’ which represents
the aggressive and sometimes blunt approach that
Chinese officials take to take a stand. It classifies
the way diplomacy has taken a more offensive
stance under the Xi Jinping administration,
wherein the diplomats and the messages sent are
always aiming to confront, and challenge while
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also being conspiratorial in nature. This kind of
warfare has been aided and exaggerated by the use
of social media as it banks on the idea and strategy
of nationalism. Chinese diplomats tasked with
defending China’s decisions, had to then formulate
and manufacture a narrative of superior
governance in the face of a pandemic in the early
stages of the spread of the Coronavirus which later
changed to protecting the reputation of their
innocence, honesty and morality by distorting the
image of what the actual cause of the virus, all the
while trying to buy out good will through aid
diplomacy and restricting all kids of investigation
to take place to deny all responsibility. This blunt
and obvious strategy indicated that they did not
care if the strategy came across as too aggressive,
as long as what they wanted to say was being
heard. This is evidently not the best attitude and
strategy in terms of crisis management.

According to several reports, China’s wolf
warrior diplomacy strategy is struggling to reshape
public views in Beijing’s favour. The overly brazen
wolf warrior diplomacy can actually end up
encouraging a more pro-democratic sentiment
internationally as well as domestically. Even if
political leaders across the globe tend to be on
Beijing’s side, public opinion may be divided and
this will cause a rift for sure. Indonesia can be
demonstrated as an example of this. Indonesia was
a country that has already harboured a strong anti-
China sentiment, and so after the spread of COVID
19, they started to call it the ‘Chinese Virus’ and
started circulating rumours of it being a Chinese
bioweapon and God’s warning to China for the
mistreatment of Uyghur Muslims. Leadership in
Indonesia however, choose to stay silent of the
matter in order to avoid any clash.

Chinese channels of media and communication
have taken up the responsibility of a ‘balanced
account’ of what is the objective truth of all
situations relating to China. China is ‘localizing’
its information diplomacy in conjunction with the
rapid internationalization of its state-owned media
in order to better resonate with foreign audiences
(Brady, 2017). Beijing employs a variety of tactics
to achieve this aim. It uses local media outlets to
promote its content through paid ads and to
manage content exchanges and supply. The full
intensity and extent of the reach of China into

International media has still not been fully
explored and researched. But what we can be sure
about is that, in the pursuit of establishing state
backed media outlets in other countries like that
of AL Jazeera and BBC, China has managed to keep
effective mouthpiece in every part of the globe.
Either through investments in media houses or
through buying off individuals to lobby for their
causes, China has established solid lines of
communication. The message and the way the
message is relayed might not be as effective yet,
but the fact that the lines of communication have
been built, should be a cause to worry for the world
governments.

Many of the most powerful countries also have
government controlled mouthpieces that have an
influence on the world media, but then why should
China’s attempt to do the same be discouraged an
opposed? Amongst many other potent reasons, of
the main reasons stands to be that of
disinformation. This term refers to the deliberate
dissemination of untruths, half-truths or
misleading information used to influence public
opinion or distract the attention away from the
issue. Disinformation campaigns backed by China
has attracted the attention of many journalists,
scholars and policy makers mostly because of the
sheer volume of tweets, Facebook posts, Instagram
captions, You tube videos etc., that are used to
spread this information. China enlists the help of
millions of people to track the internet and sway
public opinion on a large scale. The “50 cent army,”
as the recruits are called, was named after claims
that they were paying 0.5 yuan per post. On
Chinese social media sites, this “keyboard army”
has been involved for a long time. Its goal has been
to actively defend and protect China’s reputation
in the international community. And so social
media has become part of the disinformation
toolkit.

In the case of COVID 19, a massive amount of
posts were directed at any criticism of the action
of the Chinese government and Xi jinxing. This
helped foster unhelpful and harmful messages of
blame and shame to everyone who tried to criticise
any aspect of China’s actions, resulting in a vastly
unhealthy environment on the internet. For
example, the Chinese Embassy in Manila on
twitter, in the beginning stages on the crisis, told
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and retold, and therefore emphasized Beijing’s
continued medical assistance to the Philippines and
President Rodrigo Duterte’s request to Xi Jinping
for priority access to a COVID-19 vaccine and their
gratitude. Then there are the content that is
promoted by fake accounts and bots. There were
some accounts that tried to highlight the heroism
of COVID doctors and nurses as well as the video
seen by many around the world that should the
construction of isolation centres for COVID
patients in under a week. Then there were other
accounts whose entire purpose was to bash any
negative thinking towards China and even
directing the blame of the whole pandemic to the
U.S. Indeed, scholars have observed that in order
to increase engagement and local impact, posts
often attempted to manipulate pre-existing
narratives and content from domestic social media
or fringe websites. False stories and information
on Taiwan’s response to the pandemic, videos
questioning the efficacy of the Pfizer-BioNTech
vaccine, and the conspiracy theory that COVID-
19 was created at a U.S. research facility are only a
few such examples.

China had probably also used disinformation
tools to try and interfere in the Taiwanese elections
and their democracy. Tsai Ing-wen who is the
seventh president of Taiwan, had to face Han Kuo-
yu as her opponent in elections twice and this
opponent of hers, Han Kuo-yu, believes that
Taiwan should maintain a friendship with China.
His unexpected and sudden rise to popularity and
election to the seat of the Mayor can be linked to a
surge of suspicious online activity on Facebook and
other social media platforms in Taiwan. Apart from
promoting Han, the sort of misrepresentation has
often also attempted to depict Tsai’s government
as inept or out of touch. These tactics seem
professional and impeccably structured that seem
to that seem to attempt to saturate Taiwan’s online
discourse with false and provocative articles driven
my emotional blackmail and generated by content
farms in China and other countries with large
Chinese diasporas, such as Malaysia.

Another issue that haunts China’s image is the
issue of their mistreatment and mass detention of
Uyghur and other Turkic Muslims in the Western
parts of China. At first the CCP very plainly denied
the existence of these ‘re-education camps’, but

eventually when enough proof was gathered by
independent bodies of researchers and analysts,
they had to come around and describe them as
boarding camps which encourages them to leave
extremist ideologies and integrate with the rest of
the country instead of using terrorism to fight for
a separate state. What they are actually doing
however is detaining them in these camps and
subjecting them to political and religious
indoctrination, unhygienic overcrowded living
conditions with a poor diet, and routine abuse that
ranges from rough treatment, torture to rape. Paid
ads and professionally produced videos however
are showing them off as amazing places that are
providing them with education and all kinds of
wonderful facilities. A Facebook post with a video
titled “Xinjiang center trainees graduate with hope
for future.” shows detainees learning how to bake
bread as a vocational skill. It says that “Establishing
vocational education and training centers helps
Xinjiang maintain enduring social stability and
fight religious extremism,” and that “If the centers
were set up earlier, fewer violent attacks would
happen.” (Samuel, 2019).

Cultural and Exchange Diplomacy
Cultural diplomacy is a two way interactive

mechanism through which a nation is usually able
to spread not only information, but ideologies,
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emotions and viewpoints. It enables the interaction
between two different identities which could
brighten the perception of one about the other. Due
to the fact that the concept of cultural diplomacy
is interlinked with other concepts like soft power,
one can say that it doesn’t belong as a subcategory
of public diplomacy, but rather a separate kind of
diplomacy all together. In this case, at least, cultural
diplomacy has very clear connections to the
operations of China’s public diplomacy as it is one
of their most exploited and appreciated tool.
Nicholas J. Cull, in his paper titled, “Public

Diplomacy: Taxonomies and Histories”, has
defined cultural diplomacy as a subset of public
diplomacy that involves “an actor’s attempt to
manage the international environment through
making its cultural resources and achievements
known overseas and/or facilitating cultural
transmission abroad … cultural diplomacy has
meant a country’s policy to facilitate the export of
examples of its culture” (Cull, 2008). Beijing too
sees cultural diplomacy as a powerful tool in its
quest to win hearts and minds. Former President
Hu Jintao once argued that cultural supremacy was
essential not only for maintaining strong domestic
stability, but also for expanding China’s soft power
strength abroad and defeating competition (Hartig,
2016).

China Started to feel the need to change their
image and the perception towards them during the
1990s, and became more powerful in the early
2000s but had to be taken way more seriously after
the 2008 Beijing Olympics where even though
China turned out to be a successful host, many had
used that platform to protest against the
annexation of Tibet and their mistreatment of
Tibetans. And so by 2009, the CCP had decided to
streamline funding into internationalized media
and investments into the communications stream
to support the growth of their network. They very
quickly realized that other ways through which
China is able to exercise control is through, their
culture, movies and Confucius Institutes.

Investing in Chinese Cuisine themed restaurant
in New York, or promoting Chinese idols in the
international entertainment space are instances of
what is often called soft power. But they can also
be well thought out public diplomacy tactics that
can make a certain population find China more

appealing and attractive in terms of who they are
and what their society looks like. But a more
evident method of controlling the narrative is the
more overt means of international coproduction.
Co-productions between Chinese studios and
Hollywood are becoming more common: 41 films
were co-produced by a Chinese producer between
2002 and 2013. However, in co-production, China
gains more leverage over the project’s trajectory,
including control over the exhibition date,
demands from Chinese financiers, and the filming
of scenes in China with Chinese actors. Apart from
that they are able to directly or indirectly impose
censorships on everything from the storyline from
the tiniest aspects of the films based on what they
find inappropriate. For instance, two versions of
“Iron Man 3” (2013) were made, one for Asia with
pro-China elements (for example, Yili brand
beverages and acupuncture), which were omitted
from the North American version to prevent
viewers from not relating to the material. Another
example is the 2015 film “Pixels,” in which scenes
depicting aliens exploding the Great Wall of China
were pre-emptively omitted by Sony in order to
avoid upsetting investors.

The government’s rhetoric was rapidly
accompanied by large investments in a number of
high-profile projects and a series of landmark
moments that signalled the beginning of a “cultural
leap outward”. Events like the ‘Year of Chinese
culture’ series debuted in France, Italy, Russia and
Australia to setting up of Confucius institutes all
over the world. The Confucius Institutes are one
of the most visible and utilized tools of public
diplomacy that China has. According to the
organization’s law, three Confucius Institutes may
be formed in a variety of ways, depending on the
needs of each country. The majority of Confucius
Institutes are collaborations between three
organizations: Hanban (CI’s headquarters), a
Chinese institution, and a foreign institution,
typically a foreign university. They receive the
same sort of criticisms from the international
audience that other forms of public diplomacy
tactics receive. They are said to be completely
under the control of the CCP government and are
responsible for the spread of disinformation and
propaganda. A part of this criticism can be easily
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supported by proof. Censorship plays an
important role in this scenario as well wherein
academic freedom of speech is sometimes affected
because topics that are sensitive to China are not
supported to be researched and written about.

The other half of the coin of cultural diplomacy
is exchange diplomacy which is when China tried
to influence the minds of some of the brightest
individuals of other countries by offering them
scholarships and exchange opportunities. They use
a range of different kinds of programmes like
scholarships to visit or study in China, as well as
scholarships to sister cities that cultivate links
between community and business leaders—
programmes aimed at current and future opinion
makers from all walks of life. These exchange
programs are designed to foster personal
relationships between Chinese people and their
counterparts in receiving countries in order to
foster trust and create a group willing to stand up
for China and interpret their actions in a positive
or ‘balanced’ manner. Through these programmes
they make sure that the students understand and
are fully immersed into China’s society, culture,
norms and values and even policies. What helps
them in this endeavour is that China has also
established itself as a top destination for
international students seeking to complete their
education, with the number of international
students increasing dramatically from 85,000 in
2002 to 442,000 in 2016.

Political Elite-to-Elite Diplomacy
The most traditional method of diplomacy has

always been meeting influential dignitaries and
elites in order to create positive opinions and try
to make them understand your stance just via
dialogue. In a foreign policy level every country
does that to make communication easier between
the two parties but China has moulded this
traditional practice into a more modern
mechanism. China invited and hosts more and
more dignitaries and influential people each year
and also send their leaders to other countries for
the exchange of ideas. Beijing emphasizes the win-
win value of closer links with China while
establishing relationships with political, military,
and business leaders, such as providing
unconditional support and its determination not
to meddle in other countries’ domestic affairs.

Beijing’s elite-to-elite diplomacy, for example,
works well in East Asia’s pacific nations, where a
number of government officials have authoritarian
instincts and find China’s support for top-down
rule a welcome response to Western objections.
Phay Siphan, Cambodia’s Secretary of State, once
said that they chose China and its investments
because, unlike those in the West, theirs did not
come with any strings attached. The number of
visits between military leaders from China and
other countries has increased significantly,
indicating that Beijing is following up on its public
declarations of military diplomacy with action.
China acts in an opportunistic manner here because
often times funding and investments are offered
to these political elites in order to sway their
opinion.

Scholars and Academics of top universities
around the world as well as intellectuals from think
tanks are often also invited for international talks
and conferences as well sent to other countries to
disseminate their viewpoints and have open
international debates and exchanges in order
encourage a flow of ideas which might sway
ideologies to a more sympathetic ground for China.
Chinese intellectuals and epistemic communities
then are invited to advice the government on
foreign affairs and increasingly have more
influence on policy making decisions. Alongside
that, they help in maintain the image of a country
in which people have academic freedom and
freedom to have plurality of thoughts with an
intellectual base of people who are also powerful.
Financial Diplomacy

It is well known that foreign investments,
business deals and partnerships along with
development and emergency aids are public
diplomacy tools as well. Aid and investments have
been used as a weapon by the U.S. for years as
countries eventually bow down and depend on the
flow of finances that are directed from the United
States. Now that China has become an economic
giant and hegemon in its own right, China is too
taking the same route. Foreign investments for
China serves its political, economic, market and
security needs. Hence, China’s investments in
financial diplomacy surpasses its other public
diplomacy instruments. China is now the world’s
second largest economy and China is taking
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advantage of that power. China has more often
than not been successful in using finances as a tool
to buy improved relations with countries in need
of the inflow of money into their markets.
Investments and aid both serve as a reminder of
the generosity of eh Chinese government and
without asking for anything back they are able to
attain a position of superiority and debt over them.
Beijing is able to collect other types of benefits too
in terms of interests on loans and strategic
positioning wherein Chinese firms stay in
leadership and decision making positions in the
economies of foreign countries.

China is disbursing billions of dollars in
concessional loans to developing countries, mainly
for large-scale infrastructure projects, in an effort
to achieve rapid political and economic ascendency
around the globe. Developing countries are often
enticed by China’s offer of low-interest loans for
large-scale infrastructure projects. These
developing countries, which are often low- or
middle-income, are unable to meet their debt
repayment obligations, giving Beijing the
opportunity to seek benefits in return for debt
relief. There have been a series of papers and
studies even in India that have recently tried to
debunk China’s “debt trap diplomacy” as part of
its multibillion-dollar connectivity scheme, the Belt
and Road Initiative (BRI). Whether that is actually
how China is taking advantage of the project or
not, has not been determined yet but it is clear that
they do get benefits out of these deals because
without one, China would have no cause to spend
so much of their money and time on investing in
such an ambitious project without any side
benefits. Debt trap diplomacy has become well
known in the context of China and its foreign
policies. It has become a cause for major concern
for many developing and underdeveloped
countries. This is when China and its most well-
known and connected businessmen and women
offer projects/loans with repayment conditions that
are too difficult for the countries to pay back on
time, which then forces them to make political or
economic compromises. China’s Belt and Road
Initiative has resulted in a number of unsustainable
debt-for-infrastructure transactions, all of which
serve Beijing’s geostrategic interests by growing
Beijing’s global footprint and influence.

Punishment diplomacy is also suddenly now a
phenomenon linked to Chinese foreign policy.
China has increasingly been very loudly critical of
communication campaigns by any international
companies that either directly or indirectly
‘meddles with their internal issues’ or disrespects
China’s identity in any way. China not only uses
its economic and political clout to threaten
companies into following their way, but also
dispenses the extremely powerful tool – social
media – to trigger and silence media discussion in
a much more targeted manner. At the same time,
state regulation of the media and the internet
makes it difficult for foreign companies to
communicate with Chinese stakeholders and the
general public, especially in times of crisis. What
happens then is that companies start to face the
moral/financial dilemma of apologizing and going
back to keeping mum and then come under fire
for bowing down in other countries or not
apologizing and losing a huge chunk of their
market because of attacks via the Chinese media
and its population or have to face daily pushback
and hindrance in their production. Uncertainty has
arisen as a result of these changes. Companies from
other countries must change their contingency
plans and crisis-prevention strategies, as well as
incorporate them into their public relations
campaigns Beijing’s aversion to “misconduct,”
which it is particularly fond of exploiting.
Australia, for example was punished for calling for
an investigation into the origins and initial
handling of the spread of the Coronavirus. What
followed was an immediate ban of beef imports
from any of the many major Australian suppliers
due to “labelling and certificate requirements”. It
then imposed “anti-dumping” tariffs on Australian
barley, and then of course launched inquiries into
Australian wine imports, and warned its people
not to fly to Australia.

A mistake as small as posting a Dalai Lama
quote on the Instagram handle of Mercedes is
earning them huge amounts of criticism even
though these campaigns were not even directed at
them. To avoid jeopardizing their market position,
most businesses have no choice but to apologize
to China. Their attempts to use its economic might
to impose its values around the world are therefore
a new threat that businesses must face if they want
to enter the Chinese market. This says two things
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about China. First, that China has become a very
important market for most multinational and
international companies which means that the
Chinese government and its population have
become important stakeholders for them. And
second that Beijing has increased its efforts in
public diplomacy in recent years to persuade
global audiences of the Chinese perspective – and
the Chinese leadership has shown an increasing
willingness to concentrate on international
companies while asserting Beijing’s diplomatic
ideas or seeking support for its initiatives.
Conclusion

Public diplomacy is not a newly created tool
unknown to any in the field of international
politics. It had played a role much before it became
a topic of discourse amongst scholars but China
has brought it the fame it now enjoys in the arena
of diplomacy. There are very few players that are
playing this game of diplomacy at their level and
because the discourse on Chinese public diplomacy
has not completely incorporated the events of 2019-
2021, the game hasn’t exactly been completely
revealed yet. The efficiency of strategies under the
umbrella of public diplomacy are not as high at
this point as it could be only because of China’s
brazen attitude in protecting its image and
narrative. If China recruited public relations tactics
and strategies along with professionals in this area,
they could demonstrate the process through these
strategies can be covertly diversified along with
traditional diplomacy in order to increase its
effectiveness. Nonetheless, the campaigns that they
have carried out till date, have had reach and
traction along with impact and this alone indicates
its success at its developing stage. People are still
unclear whether these efforts have had their
intended effect, but the conclusion this paper
reaches in that intended or not, there is an effect
and impact that does tilt things in favour of China
even if it is ever so slightly. If global leadership
and hegemony is their ultimate goal, their public
diplomacy and public relation strategies and
implementation will have to be smarter and
sharper, with less pride and more experimentation.
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Abstract
The proposed paper will look at the notion of

communal unity/’communalism’ from a Dharmic
perspective, which accepts diversity as natural and
tries to form communication and interdependence
networks among all the multi-layered units of the
society, without homogenizing them.

Introduction

Many ‘modern’ Indic scholars may argue that
in the face of a survival crisis against imperialist
foreign civilizations, homogeneity is essential
(Swami Dayananda’s Satyartha Prakasa; B. R.
Ambedkar’s Annihilation of caste; Swamy, 2012;
Madhusudan & Mantri, 2020). But this is
problematic on many levels. A major flaw of the
uniformity approach is that it does not even fulfil
its intended purpose. It may persistently demonize
and try to subjugate varying traditions within the
ideational fold, which do not conform to the
‘established’ homogenous standards. For instance,
inter-sectarian clashes among the Islamists cause
thousands of deaths in the Islamic world due to
Jihadi terror. In addition to this, employing alien
imperialist normative frameworks is in itself the
problem we have to deal with for indigenous
knowledge traditions to flourish. Framing our
challenges and their perceived solutions in the
Semitic normative framework is epistemic violence
on the originality and distinct character of Indic

normative paradigms and social realities. Most
importantly, it impairs our vision, and handicaps
us in making sense of our own living reality in our
own language(s), thought-process and idioms.
Thus, this ‘colonial consciousness’ (Balagangadhara,
2012) bars the researcher to understand the
problem, or the lack of it, in its entirety. This results
in solution seeking in the wrong direction and
policy formulation on flimsy factual grounds.

The question arises as to within which
normative framework did this civilization acquire
a sense of unity? Or was there even a sense of unity
at first place? To quote British colonial officer John
Strachey: “there is not and never was an India, or
even a country of India, possessing, according to
European ideas, any sort of unity, physical,
political.”2 According to the researcher ’s
evaluation, John Strachey was correct. There,
actually, never existed an ‘India’ within the
European experience of India. Many scholars still
argue that India is a colonial construct. But that
was/ is not the indigenous Dharmic experience.
‘The Fundamental Unity of India’, also the title of
a seminal work by historian Radha Kumud
Mookerji, has been a lived experience of the
Bharatiya peoples. The spread-out network of
tirtha-sthana-s, of sapta-puri-s, of sapta-sindhu-s,
of mamha-s, mandira-s, Sanskrit language,
varnacrama-dharma and cross-cutting
sampradaya-s kept this ‘sacred geography’ (Eck,
2013) one in its own unique way. This is why Vicnu
Purana (II, 3. 1) calls this land Bharata-varca, the
land of Bharata, and designates its people as
“Bharatisantati”, or descendants of Bharata. “A
study of ancient Sangam literature,” writes
Aravindan Neelakandan, “reveals that the land of
Tamils, from its earliest conception, has been
predominantly Vedic in its spirituality. Not only is
the ancient Tamil literature full of Vedic motifs, but
it presents Vedic ideas as nothing alien to the Tamil
psyche.”3
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This kind of heterogenous unity may not make
sense to a Westernised mind, but who cares! The
subconscious need for academic validation from
the West is the biggest example of Orientalism at
work. Why exactly should scholars always
entertain Western normative paradigms to make
sense of their own world by denying their
experiential realm and worldviews? The Bharatiya
form of civilizational expansion, unlike the Semitic
kind, was not violent and power-centred. Its vision
was rather to accept every form of diversity as
given and eventually syncretise various traditions
by establishing sah[dayata4.

A sense of ‘oneness’ among Hindus is not the
result of a colonial project which destroyed every
other identity and homogenized the masses. It is
not an artificial construct, but has deeper and
indigenous darsanika roots. Dharmic worldviews
do not confuse the concept of ‘unity’ with imposed
‘uniformity’. “Unity does not mean uniformity,”
writes Sri Aurobindo, “and the removal of all
differences. There are some people who talk as if
unity in religion, for instance, could not be
accomplished except by uniformity. But uniformity
of religion is a psychical impossibility forbidden
by the very nature of the human mind. So long as
men differ in intellect, in temperament, in spiritual
development, there must be different religions and
different sects of the same religion (Aurobindo,
2002, 372).”
Synthetic and Organic Unity

The approach of conflating unity with
uniformity is what Rajiv Malhotra (2018) refers to
as ‘synthetic unity’. It is an inorganic approach
imposed from above in which imperialist power
structures are involved, decentralised context-
sensitive mechanisms are destroyed and individual
evolution (according to desa-kala specifications) is
stalled. While, ‘integral unity’ of the Dharmic fold
does not impose monotonous beliefs, social
structures and practices on the individuals and/or
communities. It takes an organic approach of
facilitating multi-layered and fluid connections
among decentralized communities and identities
rather than whole-sale homogenization. It accepts
the differences (of all kinds) as natural and does
not try to standardize religion and/or culture.
Hence, Dharmic knowledge traditions does not
provide conceptual space to an antagonistic binary
worldview with a vision to annihilate the ‘other’.

An anonymous SiddhaCta Saiva scholar and
practitioner who goes by the pen-name Angirasa
Srectha (2021) elucidates beautifully the ideal of
Hindu unity with the metaphor of Tanunaptra (an
oath of unity amongst the Deva-s against Danava-
s) in his blog: “(J)ust like the Devas repeatedly
perform sacrifices and may have to renew and
update their own Tanunaptra, our evolving
Dharma too is a series of Yajña-s or long Sattra-s,
where different pantheons, rituals and sacred
spaces meld together, and which requires us to
perform the sacred rite of “Tanunaptra” by
committing ourselves to the overarching Hindu
identity. Thus, when we commit ourselves to the
“Hindu” identity, it is not a mere artificial, survival
strategy. It is divine. It is the earthly manifestation
of the Tanunaptra itself.” This perspective on Hindu
civilizational identity keeps the homogenising
impulses of Western (Semitic) normativity in check
while preserving Dharmic subjectivity.

Due to the dominance of western subjectivity,
modern Hindu scholars have started to view the
internal differences, whether jati-based or
saCpradaya-based, as anomalies or weaknesses.
They seem to forget that Hindu Dharma is not a
messianic-one book political cult. It is an
amalgamation of living (or evolving) knowledge
traditions which facilitates the full bloom of human
potential with harmonious socio-ecological
relations. It takes along different people (and even
species) that may belong to different time, space,
occupations, temperaments, beliefs and age-
groups. Though there are some cross-cutting
shared characteristics among all the Hindu-s like
reverence for Gau-Brahmana, divinity of OCkara,
focus on acara, guru-sicya tradition, conception(s)
of atman, Sanskrit as the language of high culture,
veneration for Ramayana and Mahabharata etc.
Still, for the living and organic civilizational
umbrella of Sanatana Dharma, its deliberate
freedom of diversity is an awe-inspiring
achievement. This point hints towards the fact that
Hindu subjectivity and systems of knowing can
offer a lot to the conflict ridden world. And it is
this diverse yet integral society that has
successfully resisted middle-eastern and then
Western coloniality from the past 1200 years.
People from all the jati-s, varna-s, asrama-s and
saCpradaya-s have been active participants of this
indigenous resistance (Lal, 1995).
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It is interesting to note that there is a total
absence of caste-based atrocity literature in the pre-
British era (Lal, 2018, pp. 96). Not a single scholar
or foreign traveller noted down anything about the
alleged homogenous hierarchical structure of
‘caste system’ which was perpetuated by the ‘evil’
Brahmins. On the contrary, St. Xavier, the Shams-
ud-din Araqi (a medieval Sufi in Kashmir) of Goa,
wrote in a letter: “If it were not for the Brahmins, we
should have all the heathens embracing our faith.”5 In
his widely acclaimed research paper about the
Sudra kings of the medieval period, H. S. Kotiyal
(1973) notes that the Sudra rulers “never tried to
overthrow the long established order of the Varna
and the Asrama nor did he show lack of respect
for the Brahmana… Vedic learning was promoted
by generous endowment to the learned Brahmanas
in the form of agraharas and other special kinds of
land grants.” Instead of being revolted by the
allegedly oppressive Varnacramadharma, primary
historical evidence suggests that the Sudra kings
were “jealous upholders of it.” But the colonial,
some may argue ‘protestant’ (Balagangadhara,
2012; Farek et al, 2017), lens stops the modern
Bharatiya population to acknowledge such plain
historical facts.
Coloniality and Communalism

Generally speaking, communalism has become
a bad word in popular political parlance of India.
But a natural question must arise in our minds as
to how can being loyal to one’s community
(intrinsically) be a bad thing? What discourse
breeds such resentment for community-living?
Can there ever be any individual or community
sans ‘othering’ of some form or another?

Bipan Chandra (1984) argues that communalism
by default breeds homogenization and
antagonism. This assertion stands on quite a shaky
theoretical ground if we take the Dharmic
approach to communal unity. It makes sense only
in the Abrahamic6 and/or Liberal7 normative
paradigm.

Dharmic communalism had cross-cutting and
multi-layered systems of dependence and
communication. Noted scholar Vasudev Sharan
Agrawal refers to Bharatavarca as ‘a samanvaya-
centric country’, and calls this process of
samanvaya (acculturation) as the ‘Hindukarana
Paddhati’ (Vatsyayana, 2012, pp 53-54). Such has

been the hegemony of colonial (whether European
or middle-eastern) discourses over certain
intellectual layers of Indian academia that
theorising religio-communalism or identity-
formation outside colonial onto-epistemological
frameworks seems an impossibility (Balagangadhara,
1994).

Please note that the jati/ saCpradaya based
systemic conflicts were extremely exceptional in
the history of Bharat before the arrival of Semitic
cults on the political scene. It can also be argued
that when the culturally, politically and
economically subjugated civilization, i.e. Bharata,
adopted the European experience of India,
systemic contradictions started to emerge (Farek
et al., 2017). This deliberate policy of divide et
impera is a default feature of European coloniality.
And this colonial lens is now being propagated by
vested interests such as Western imperialist forces
(through academics, governments, NGOs and
media), middle-eastern colonial forces, vote-
hungry politicians, etc (Malhotra, 2013).

Beyond Decoloniality. Due to the dominance
of western subjectivity, modern Hindu scholars
have started to view the internal differences,
whether jati-based or saCpradaya-based, as
anomalies or weaknesses (Madhusudan & Mantri,
2020). They seem to forget that Hindu Dharma is
not a messianic-one book political cult. It is an
amalgamation of living (and dialectic) knowledge
traditions which facilitates the full bloom of human
potential with harmonious socio-ecological
relations. It takes along different peoples (and even
species) who may belong to different time, space,
occupations, temperaments, beliefs and age-
groups. 

Civilizational ‘Atmasaksatkara’. The reverence
for Gau-Brahmana, the divinity of Omkara, the
guru-sisya  tradition, Sanskrit as the language of
high culture, the cyclical view of time, the
veneration for Ramayana and Mahabharata, etc.
are just a few of the many universally shared traits
that almost all Hindu traditions share. Still, these
very connecting threads provide the onto-
epistemological base for the deliberate freedom of
diversity in Dharmic traditions.8 This is an awe-
inspiring achievement. This point hints towards the
fact that Hindu subjectivity and systems of
knowing can offer a lot to today’s conflict ridden
world. 
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The Philosophical Foundations
Acceptance of a Differentiated Reality. “I am

One; let me become manifold” proclaims the
Chandogya Upanisad (VI. II. 3). This theological
basis of a differentiated reality is what makes the
Hindu traditions mature in dealing with
differences and contradictions. In Dharmic
traditions, cultural, linguistic or social differences
are not seen as abnormalities to be ‘corrected’
(Malhotra, 2018). That is why the provisions for
decentralized forms of governance are abounding
in Dharmic literature. Hence, according to the
erudite commentator on Manusmriti Medhatithi
(M.B., VIII. 2),9 Jurisprudence should be founded
not just on equity (dharmam sasvatam acritya), but
also on the various customs and practises of
various jati-s, regions, and even families.

Differences or multiplicity of divinity are
considered natural and hence the ‘other’ is not
merely ‘tolerated’ in any sense of the word. There
is no uncritical acceptance also. It must be noted
that polytheistic civilizations (of varying hues)
around the world have given birth to flourishing
and diverse knowledge traditions. Medhatithi
(M.B., I. 10) was of the view that “the Beings
described under the names ‘Brahma,’ ‘Narayana’
and ‘Mahesvara are one and the same; though they
form the objects of diverse forms of worship, yet
they do not differ among themselves.” Historically
speaking, this ‘monist’ drsti is what harmonised
the Indic society and state (Marriot, 1976), whereas
the monotheistic thought-structures seek to view/
shape the world in antagonistic binaries and power
relations.

Human-Cosmos Relationship. Every knowledge
system begins with a certain conception of man-
cosmos relationship. And this relationship explains
a lot about the nuances of human nature and
individual/ social desirable ends. So, where does
astika traditions place the humans in the wider
scheme of things? In Dharmic systems of knowing,
there is an unbroken tradition to connect the
humans as a part of the differentiated reality to
the Beyond, the unmanifest (Manusmriti, I. 31).
And human life has meaning only when they
participate in this cosmic process. This is also how
the organic and kaleidoscopic jati-vyavastha was
viewed under the harmonious framework of
varnasrama-dharma to smoothen the potential
socio-economic contradictions (Sridhar, 2019).

Every individual/communal unit is not just a
part of the whole or an insignificant part of the
machine, but also a ‘whole’ in itself. “Yatha pinde
tatha brahmande” is a popular sloka of Caraka-
Samhita that refers to the belief that the microcosm
represents the macrocosmic reality. Rta is the
natural order of cosmos. Dharma aligns us with
that cosmic order and ensures our well-being. In
this way, human beings are considered as a part of
the natural process and do not run a race against
each other and/or the ‘nature’ (which is otherised).
Dharma emphasizes “the importance of the
distinctiveness of the individual temperament,
motives, reasoning and action and yet connected
them all into a grand architectonic designing of
cosmic order” (Mehta, 2013, p. 30). Still, a human
is not considered a slave of physical matter. He/
She can go beyond the shackles of natural causality.
Sri Aurobindo(1997) explains this perspective thus:

“The right order of human life as of the universe
is preserved according to the ancient Indian idea
by each individual being following faithfully his
swadharma, the true law and norm of his nature
and the nature of his kind and by the group being,
the organic collective life, doing likewise … There
is also the dharma of the position, the function, the
particular relation with others, as there is too the
dharma imposed by the condition, environment,
age, yugadharma, the universal religious or ethical
dharma, and all these acting on the natural
dharma, the action according to the Swabhava,
create the body of the Law (p. 403).”

Since, despite the constraints of fate and time,
the autonomous agency of the individual’s karma
is recognized in this ideational scheme
(Manusmriti, IV. 240), there is an obligation on him/
her to work with sincerity and integrity. The
ancient Hindu scholars clearly established the
obligation of labouring for others (with the best of
intentions) regardless of the consequences, which
formed the cornerstone of the notion of a ‘hero’
(Coomaraswamy, 2022, pp. 6). What happens if
each person establishes his or her own moral
standards? Because they were aware of this drive,
the ancients placed a high value on traditional
morality (Mehta, 2013, p. 30-31). This traditional
morality was community based.

Harmony with Nature entails Communal
Harmony. If ‘isa vasyam idam sarvam’
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(Isopanishad, 1) is the basic premise, then
ecological thinking does not remain a choice. In
the Dharmic worldview, each and every aspect of
life in the world is sacralized. This is why ecological
sensitivity is something which comes naturally to
a practising Hindu. We have deva-s of forests,
rivers, mountains, trees and what not. Everything
is an organismic whole in the Dharmic worldview,
hence frugal living is respected. Hedonistic ‘free-
will’ or ‘free choice’ is not considered normal in
any way. Though Vedic sampradaya-s support
pasu-bali during certain yajña-s, Medhatithi takes
another route. He was what a modernist may call
an ‘animal lover’. Medhatithi argues that the
Sastric injunctions of pasu-bali are mere arthavada-
s and contends that “such an Injunction could not
be intended for the animals; for the simple reason
that they would not understand it. And those for
whom the Injunction is not intended cannot be the
agent; and unless one is an agent, he cannot obtain
any reward declared in the scriptures (M.B., V. 40).”

While the Christian discourse gave ‘man’
complete “dominion over the fish of the sea, and
over the fowl of the air, and over the cattle, and
over all the earth, and over every creeping thing
that creepeth upon the earth” (King James Bible,
Genesis, 1:26), Manu proclaims that “(m)eat is
never obtained without having encompassed the
killing of animals; and the killing of animals does
not lead to heaven; hence one should avoid meat
(Manusmriti, V. 48).” Because Western modernity is,
in a major way, a continuation of European
Christianity, its ecologically harmful anthropocentrism
and deep-seated belief in unlimited material
‘development’ are inescapable consequences
(Malhotra, 2018). On the other hand, Arya-s, since
Rigvedic times, had a strong emotional-spiritual
bond with their geography and ecology. The Vedic
people have, literally, always celebrated nature and
geography with full pomp and show, designed
rituals and sang hymns glorifying the powers of
their nature-based deities like Agni, Indra, Varuna,
the ‘mother ’ rivers, etc. However, natural
phenomena and geographies are considered as
“the manifestations or expressions of the gods and
not the gods themselves. They express the
principles that govern the world and the cosmic
order, rita (Krishna, 2017).”

It must be noted that Biblical utilitarian ethics
regarding other living beings provided a

philosophical backing for colonisation/othering of
the nature. So, alienation from interdependent
community-living is a logical extension of the
othering of the nature, and vice-versa. Everything
and everyone becomes a ‘resource’, something
which can be used. This discourse is a lived reality
in modern times. Moreover, when communal
interdependence wanes, standardisation emerges
as a prominent tool for the unification of society.
This is where Dharmic perspectives, which
sacralise nature and its relation(s) with human life,
can jump in with alternative normative paradigms
that are not only eco-centric but provide nuanced
conceptual ground(s) for communal unity.

Humanity is not a Homogeneity Project
Men are equal, according to Manu, not in their

executive capacities, but in their pleasure of desires.
Because executive capacities differ, each individual
must undertake the activities for which he is best
suited. Hence, he accepts the functional division
of society which was and still is, in itself, a social
reality. There is no imperialist vision of ‘equality’
(read homogeneity) that informs the Hindu
worldview. All human actions and thoughts are
influenced by their kula (family), jati (extended
kinship), sreni (trade guild), grama (village), rastra
(nation) and personal temperament. All of these
contexts are themselves influenced by prarabdha
and sancitakarma-s. So, the dharma-s (as in duty)
of each category may vary, but are necessary to
live a balanced life (Mehta, 2013). Dharma-s change
with acrama-s (life stages) also.

Please note that tyaga and embodied knowing,
not political power, have been the most revered
qualities among Dharmics (M.B., I. 109,111). With
this framework of qualitative social division in
mind, Manu asserts that while Brahmin’s service
is the finest, Vaisya’s service is the worst. Sastra-s
are most lenient while discussing societal duties
of the Sudra-s.10 Hence, the group with least
responsibility was naturally respected the least
(Coomaraswamy, 2022, pp. 11-12). But even the
Sudra-s who chose the life of vairagya were literally
worshipped. For instance, a few of the Nayanmar
saints were of Sudra origin. Social mobilization
among jati-s was also a common occurance before
the colonial interventions (e.g. ‘scheduled caste’
list) and vested interests of certain native peoples
turned the dynamic systems of jati into the rigid
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caste system (Farek et al, 2017; Lal, 1995).11 For
instance, in Tantravarttika (2.3.3), the great
mimaCsaka Kumarila Bhamma says that all four
varna-s are doing ‘rajya’ (kingship).
Sampradayika Harmony

The traditional monastic orders in India never
claimed any higher political position and hence,
there was never a clash between ‘the church’ (which
did not exist in the first place) and the State. The
Catholic Church, on the other hand, literally ruled
Europe for many centuries which was legitimized
by the theory of two swords/kingdoms (Roover,
2015; Deepak, 2021, p. 80-95). The simple
explanation is that in India the intricate web of
knowledge traditions (known as Sanatana
Dharma) was not a conversion/political project, but
rather a personal journey to realize higher truths,
and countless saApradaya-s (for each according to
his/her temperaments) acted as guides in that
journey. Though the post-colonial Indian state
assumes Hindu and Semitic traditions to be
phenomena of the same kind, prima-facie evidence
suggests that they may not be (Swarup, 2022). The
problem is that the hegemonic discourse and emic
categories used to study or describe Indic traditions
are entirely Christian (Balagangadhara, 2012).
Same was witnessed in the Sabrimala Judgment
(2018) of the Supreme Court of India in which the
inalienable right of the presiding deity of the
temple were violated to satisfy post-Christian
sensibilities of equality (read ‘homogeneity’) and
‘essential practices’ of a ‘religion’.

The debate around the issue of religious
conversion in India also portrays this religio-
colonial bias. Peoples and groups demanding a ban
on religious conversion are termed as ‘communal’
(as if it is a bad word), bigot and what not by the
left-liberal circles. Objectively speaking, preventing
forced or voluntary conversion is not a Hindutva
mission; on the other hand, not banning conversion
is the aggressive religions’ agenda (Balagangadhara,
2012, p. 202). The problem of systemic communal
disharmony and rioting in India is not an
indigenous one. It has foreign (in general) and
Semitic (in particular) origins. As we have
discussed previously that diversities of all kinds
are/were accepted as a part of the differentiated
reality, i.e. samsara.

A Mature Sense of Communal Identity. All the
varying communal categories are not necessarily

isolated from each other, but rather can be
complexly intermingled with each other. This Vedic
feature provides for a pluralist and accommodative
sense of identity among Hindus. McKim Marriot
(1976) notes that “the intersection of categories is
as regular a process as segmentation in Vedic
thinking about categories.” Take for example the
intersection of jati-varna-gotra-grama-
sampradaya-desa and atman (the Self) which
constructed the identity of a traditional Hindu. This
fluid way of identity formation and interconnectedness
has been a prey to Western coloniality in modern
times.

The West’s persistent search for an elusive
stability, according to McKim Marriot, is founded
on the assumption that all civilizations are willing
to accept European and American concepts of
order above other, more fluid categories of social
and political identity (Malhotra, 2018, p. 52).

Conclusion
SaCpradayika (intra and inter) disharmony is

a non-existing (rather, rare) problem within the
Dharmic worldview. The exceptionality of religion-
based persecution in historical India is the direct
fallout of the inherently pluralistic framework of
Dharmic knowledge traditions. In the eleventh
century, the famous Muslim traveller to India,
Alberuni, also noted the lack of religious rivalry
among Hindus. He noted: “On the whole, there is
very little disputing about theological topics
among themselves; at the utmost, they fight with
words, but they will never stake their soul or body
or their property on religious controversy.”12

Drawing on the writings of François Bernier, a
seventeenth-century French merchant and
traveller, a Protestant writer from the late
eighteenth century reports:

“When the Brahmins have been pressed by the
arguments of the Christians, that their law could
only be observed in their own country, on account
of its peculiar ordinances, their answer has been
uniform, ‘that God had only made it for them, and
therefore they did not admit into it strangers; that
they pretended not that Christianity was false; and
since God could make many roads to heaven, it
was not thence to be presumed that their religion
was mere fable and invention.”13

If such has been the historically unbroken
worldview of Dharmic civilization since antiquity,
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reclaiming our indigenous civilizational ethos and
traditions becomes much more imperative today
than ever. Nehruvian secularism has not only failed
as a doctrine to foster communal harmony, but has
also normalized appeasement and ‘victimization’
of aggressive Semitic global majorities at the
expense of Hindu traditions and institutions
(which actually sustain whatever harmony is
present). Therefore, Balagangadhara argues (2012,
p. 218), the Indian state cannot blindly follow
Western democracies’ lead and pretend to stay
‘neutral’. It can’t pretend to be agnostic while
legislating on religious liberty. The Indian state
confronts choices, which Western democracies
never had to face. The majority-minority debate
seems like a colonial trap to guilt trip the victim,
rather than the aggressor ideological cults.

J. Sai Deepak (2021, p. 2) drives home a germane
point when he argues that the “history seemed to
teach us that the survival of the Indic civilization
as a civilization depended on the flourishing of its
sub-identities, with each of the sub-identities
realising that they were part of a federal symbiotic
whole and that it was in their own existential
interest to remain part of the whole.” It may also
be argued that in the Dharmic worldview(s), “(n)ot
unity, but coherence seems to be the end”
(Ramanujan, 1989). This seems like an organic,
pluralist and respectful way forward for a
harmonious society. Moreover, the success of this
truly democratic Dharmic normative framework
can be a lesson for all the other post-colonial
societies suffering from the ills of Western
coloniality.

There will always be differences of opinions,
modes of worship, beliefs and worldviews. There
will always be multiple religions, sects and
communities. It is but natural to have a sense of
‘difference’ from other communities/peoples/
traditions that do not share in our common religio-
cultural and/or social traits, as well as a
determination to cherish, assert, and protect our
common possession from ‘denigration’ and
destruction. Additionally, there may be a sense of
community in something dear and precious that
others do not possess. The modern crusade against
diversity of knowledge traditions under the banner
of secularism or liberalism was historically a
reaction to the violent and conflict-seeking

Abrahamic faiths. These approaches can only be
detrimental to the already flourishing diverse
cultures and traditions of Bharat.

The Way Forward. India does not need alien
normative frameworks like secularism,
multiculturalism etc. for envisioning intra-
communal unity and inter-communal harmony.
Indian knowledge systems can offer a lot in this
direction to the global academia. A concentrated
effort for serious and context-sensitive scholarship
in this direction, keeping in mind the complexities
of modern times and the hegemony of Western
discourse, may provide viable normative
alternatives for conflict resolution and policy
making.

This distinction is known
as mosaic distinction. Crusades, inquisitions, and jihad—
constant violence against the “religious” other/infidels—
is a direct fallout of this fundamental principle of Semitic
religions (Swarup, 2020).
